The Role of the Footpath Warden in Fiskerton-cum-Morton		‘Appendix ‘B’

Description: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]This is a volunteer role undertaken within the Parish. The footpath warden, with the help of other Parish Councillors, will personally monitor the footpaths and bridleways within the Parish Boundary. The Footpath Warden will keep the Parish Council and parishioners aware of the current status and condition of the footpaths/bridle along with Nottinghamshire Country Council.
Responsibilities of Footpath Warden:
The Footpath Warden will:
· Keep informed about the rules and regulations associated with footpaths and bridleways. 
· Arrange or carry out at least one survey a year of all the footpaths and bridleways within the parish. 
· Check that pathways are clear and accessible. 
· Check that route signs are clearly visible and stiles, gates and bridges are in good order. 
· Be the point of contact for local enquiries and reports on footpath and bridleway conditions. 
· Report to the Parish Council and to Nottinghamshire County Council on any concerns or issues related to the upkeep of footpaths and bridleways in the parish.  
· Liaise Nottinghamshire County Council on remedial works (e.g. trimming, repairing or replacing signs etc with hand tools). 

Responsibilities of Landowners:
If footpaths/bridleways cross private land, the landowners are responsible for ensuring that paths are maintained to a required standard.  These requirements are:
· Footpaths should have a minimum width of 1m if they are cross field and 1.5m in all other instances unless they have an alternative minimum width recorded on the legal order or definitive map & statement.
· Footpaths should have at least 2m height clearance.
· Bridleways should be at least 2m wide and 3m high. 
· Gates and stiles should be in good working order to allow people to safely pass whilst restricting the passage of animals.
Landowners are responsible for encroaching vegetation that is restricting the width or height of the public path - e.g. hedges, brambles, tall crops etc. which may fall over & lodge across the path.  This includes hedges growing sideways and obstructing the gap across gates, stiles & entrances.
If the route of a path has been ploughed or cultivated, paths should be made good by the farmer within 14 days. This means clear, level and compacted. After subsequent cultivation, a farmer has 24 hours to reinstate the path.  In exceptional circumstances (e.g in very wet weather) this timeline can be extended; however farmers may be asked to mark the line of the footpath with canes until they are able to get back on the land. 
Landowners are also responsible for fixing or replacing gates and stiles on their property.
Responsibilities of Nottinghamshire County Council:
Nottinghamshire County Council responsibilities in maintaining footpaths and bridleways in the parish. These responsibilities are:
· Signposting – replacing missing or broken signs.
· Maintaining any bridges.
· Maintaining any paved path surfaces. 
· Enforcement measures for obstructed or damaged rights of way.
· Some surface vegetation management: NCC will conduct twice yearly cut of select paths in the council.
