Minutes of the Tarrant Hinton Parish Council meeting held in the Village Hall at 7.00pm on Friday 15th January 2016

Minutes of the meeting of 18th September 2015 were approved and signed.

1/1/16 Matters Arising:

2/1/16 Finance:
a) At 16/1/2016 the balance at the bank was £635.52. Since the last meeting 
 payments had been as follows: £36.00 to BDO Auditors and £150.00 to Tarrant Hinton Village Hall. 

3/1/16 Precept:
The Clerk had circulated a paper setting out the existing financial position and estimated expenditure up to the end of March and for 2016/17. The proposed Precept would cover this forecast and allow for the creation of a £500 reserve to assist with local emergencies.
The proposal to set a Precept of £500 for 2016/17 was proposed by M. Nathan  and seconded by C. Hannam and was approved by the Parish Council. 
A copy of the Precept Paper would be attached to the minutes, as required by the External Auditors.


4/1/16 Steam Fair:
a) It was noted that it had taken over three months for the minutes of the October 9th Wash Up Meeting to be distributed. Cllr Reynolds would write to NDDC with corrections to the minutes.
b) The Chairman would follow up items concerning speed checks and improvements to the traffic movement. It was confirmed that Community Speed checks could not be done on the A354 and only under restricted conditions within the village.
c) The impact of the change of dates for the GDSF was discussed.  A meeting with GDSF will take place in the next two weeks to establish the operating dates for the Fair, discuss the changes to licences for alcohol, entertainment and operating hours and the impact on traffic particularly on Bank Holiday Monday.
d) The Parish Council would continue to support the provision of a temporary Travellers site. The Council agreed that a new application for three years would be preferred, bearing in mind the need to avoid any suggestion of permanence.

5/1/16 Planning:
 Since the last meeting there had been one planning application:
2/2015/1886 - High Banks- Reconfigure roof.
It was noted that the application for a Stable Block at Apple Cottage (submitted 5/3/15) was approved on 14/10/15. Work will start this spring. 
Kevin Morris from NDDC had offered to visit Tarrant Hinton to advise on NDDC planning policy. The Chairman would contact him.

6/1/16 Home Watch:
Little to report. Telephone and Internet Scams continue to evolve. The advice is always to ring off or delete before checking the validity of the phone call or email.

7/1/16 Village Hall:
It was confirmed that now that the loan has been paid off, the Hall does not require any more assistance from the Parish Precept.
Bookings have been maintained. The Hall committee will continue to promote popular events such as Quiz nights, Film Shows and Soup Days.
It was confirmed that there would be no Village Fete this year as no one had volunteered to lead it. The possibility of a Street Party to mark the Queen’s 90th birthday in June will be discussed with the Clerk. 

8/1/16 Flooding:
The Environment Agency has just started a targeted Flood Warning for the Tarrant Valley, linked to the levels at the Ashmore borehole. Levels can be checked daily on the following website:

The maximum recorded level is 146m (Jan 2014) The level at 15/1/16 was 135.7m

9/1/06: Rural Buses:
The meeting discussed the proposal from DCC to withdraw support (and therefore the services) for the X12, 314 and 325 routes.
a) There had been no data or explanation as the why these particular routes had been selected.  The subsidy for the X12 covers Weymouth to Salisbury. Why had just the Blandford to Salisbury portion been selected?
b) It was agreed that with the although the withdrawal of 314 and 325 would be a severe loss, retention of the X 12 would provide Tarrant Hinton with a link to Blandford and Salisbury. This link is regarded as essential by many who will be totally isolated without reliable and regular transport to Blandford and Salisbury.
c) The timescale for “Consultation”, Decision and Implementation is very short, and it was strongly felt that no consideration had been given to alternative ways of providing and funding the X12 service. Frequency of service, size of bus and the willingness of Regular users to pay do not appear to have been considered.
d) The timetable for withdrawal of the X12 provides no time for “ the encouragement of more-community based schemes …..Health and Welfare priority.” ( See DCC Rural transport review consultation – para 4)
d) All residents with email addresses had been asked to fill in the Survey. Those without would be given hard copies to allow them to respond.
e) The Parish Council would write to the local and national press as well as our elected representatives.

Our District Councillor thought that although it was worth trying, she felt the decision had already been made, and that the Parish would have to consider alternative arrangements via 	DT11 and “Community Transport Schemes”. (What is subsidised bus service if it is not a Community Transport Scheme)

The withdrawal of the X12, the only major route to be treated in this way, will remove the strategic link between West Dorset and Rural East Dorset and Wiltshire.

10/1/16 Police Council Tax Consultation:
	Residents were reminded to take part in the Consultation. 
The Chairman would be attending a presentation by the Dorset Police Commissioner on 25 January and would circulate a report.

11/1/16 A.O.B:
	a) Cllr Skipwith confirmed that the North Dorset Plan had been approved

b) The Chairman had emailed Superfast Dorset to establish when Improved Broadband would be available in Tarrant Hinton as it had already been installed in Tarrant Monkton.

c) The Clerk would report the damaged 50mph sign on the A354 close to The Gables to Dorset Highways.
