1. 	CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS AND APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

	Cllr Thomas welcomed all to the meeting. 
There were no apologies for absence to record.

3.  	PUBLIC CONTRIBUTION TIME

Adjournment of the meeting for parishioners’ questions and comments limited to items on this agenda. (This is the opportunity during the meeting for residents to speak – 15 minutes in total)

A parishioner thanked the Parish Council for their continued work with DDC in respect of LHRC. Cllr Thomas confirmed that a meeting had taken place between himself, Cllr Hodges and Mr Brown of DDC. They discussed the noise management plan and proposed consultative committee. DDC expressed surprise that these have still not been finalised, but the action remains with LHRC who are possibly waiting to hear the result of the pending appeal. 

Locations for noise management measurements remain an issue although a recent report has shown that noise has been in excess of that permitted on ‘no limit days’, twice this season. This was initially intended to cover the World Rallycross event, which was not held at Lydden, DDC need to clarify how this is to be managed. The new planning permission may impact on the noise abatement/management plan. Parishioners have some concern that LHRC may not have adequately stated noise levels at some events.

Going forward the consultative committee will be the first point of contact in respect of noise. Monitoring locations are the key to this issue and locations such as at Wootton Village Hall considered. Cllr Hodges confirmed that DDC are aware of these issues and are engaging with LHRC.

Cllr Thomas expects that the consultative committee will be set up in the New Year, neither DDC nor this Parish Council are responsible for this, solely LHRC.

Cllr James reported on the road closures, a useful benchmark against which future events could be compared. Should there be any shortcomings in future, WEPG could report this to the PC and Cllr Thomas could write to  KCC Highways.

Kent Police Equine Volunteer: Debbie Wanstall was welcomed to the meeting. She has completed training to enable her to patrol the parish and showed all the Hi-Viz clothing provided for horse and rider.  More information can be found in the following link

· Highways
Cllr Bevan reported that he has attended a meeting with Swingfield Parish Council with the aim of working together on a Traffic Regulation Order regarding A260 Denton: 30mph extension to be moved past the church entrance. A260 residents will be able to work together ensuring best practice and cost effectiveness.
· Wootton Parkside – KCC will replace the pole and generally tidy the area.
· Footpaths - it has been agreed with the landowners that the blocked path on the Denton Court estate will be cleared in the New Year.
· Village halls/room hire for Parish Council meetings
Wootton Village Hall is returning to normality after Covid-19, there are 2 trees on site which need removal due to ash die-back.
At Denton Village Hall the play area project is progressing and will be completed early next year. 
The parish council acknowledges the support provided by the village halls as a meeting venue and would like to propose a fee of £25 be paid per meeting. The clerk will contact the halls to confirm invoice requirements – this will be confirmed one dates are set for 2023 meetings.
· Cricket/Recreation Ground, Wootton

The following report was given:

Started the Pavilion restoration project on November 27th, 2021.
Since then the committee has raised £22,000 in cash.
Which breaks down as follows.
£12,800 from Wootton residents
£5000 grant from the Parish Council.
£4200 grant from DDC
This has enabled us to complete a number of jobs.
The Pavilion now has a new roof, with a 25-year guarantee
The internal walls have been removed, and both internal and external
decorating have been completed, leaving a very large usable hall.
New Toilets have been installed.
Installed a brand-new hand-built Kitchen and beautiful oak wooden floor
worth over £8000 donated by Herringbone Kitchens.
The work has now stopped due to winter.
Just three more jobs to do to complete the restoration, double glazing,
carpeting and the outside patio.
We are also looking to raise a further £8,500, to have solar panels fitted to
the roof, to make the pavilion energy self-sufficient.
We hope to shortly be announcing events for 2023 to include,
Dog Shows, children's parties, coffee mornings, summer concerts, village
barbecues, micro pub nights, food nights i.e., pizza, Indian, fish and chips.
