1. DORSET COUNCILLOR’S REPORT
Cllr Carr-Jones reports have been circulated and published on the Parish Council website.

2. FLOODING IN VILLAGE
Following the well attended meeting in the Trooper inn for concerned residents, Justin Neely sent a comprehensive list of suggestions for flood mitigation. Based on this Mrs Westbrook prepared a discussion document for councillors at the meeting, resulting in arrangements to inspect the water courses above and below the Trooper Inn, ordering enough sandbags for affected residents, organising a sandbag store and appointing a Flood Warden. It was also agreed to invite the Community Highways Officer, Enrico DiMarino to the next meeting to attend the next Parish Council meeting to discuss the problems with water on the roads.
Mr. Neely was pleased to receive a lot of FORT reports as it helps to inform and build a case for flood work. Flooding of gardens, roads and fields should all be reported to FORT via Dorset Council.
