


[bookmark: _Hlk71306648]Minutes of the meeting of
Carlton-on-Trent Parish Council held on
Tuesday 5th April 2022 at 7.30pm 
in Carlton on Trent Village Hall

Present: 
Cllr L Hopkins (Chair), Cllr M Martin (Vice-Chair), Cllr M Eley, Cllr M Hopkins, Cllr M Rawson, Cllr D Wells-Pope, T Grimes (Clerk), DCllr S Michael and CCllr B Laughton, plus 2 members of the public.

1. To consider any apologies for absence
None received.

2. To receive any declarations of interest in items on the agenda
MM clerk’s wages and NALC fees.
DWP planning application.
LH reimbursement for tree.

Two members of the public attended to raise concerns about the planning application being considered so the chair moved this to the next item for discussion.

6. To consider the following planning applications
a. 22/00375/HOUSE – The Stable House first floor extension
The chair asked for public comment and concerns were raised as follows:
· The red line includes land that does not belong to the property, it gives the impression of a bigger plot and thereby a false impression of the ratio of the building to the plot size.
· The resulting 4-bedroom property will only have parking space for one vehicle, meaning any additional vehicles will create problems in the street.
· The access is via a shared drive approximately 3.3m wide which is already used by traffic accessing the brewery business. Building related vehicles may pose a weight problem for the drains under the access drive or simply not fit. 
Councillors discussed the look and size of the intended property, noting that Conservation officers had objected.
 
RESOLVED: To object to the application on the basis of the red line, privacy and style.
(proposed LH, seconded MR, carried with 5 votes in favour, DWP did not vote)

3. To accept the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held Tuesday 1st March 2022 
The minutes were accepted as a true record and duly signed by the chair.

4. [bookmark: _GoBack]10-minute open forum to receive questions and comments from members of the public 
ME reported potholes near the transport café and asked if there was any news of the wall repairs. The clerk offered to register the potholes online and stated that as yet there was no news from the agents regarding work on the wall.

5. To note the following matters arising from previous minutes 
a. Notts CC Broadband Voucher Scheme
No updates to report.

7. To receive updates on any District and County Councillor matters
CCllr BL confirmed that the bid had gone in to Government to create a Mayoral district comprising of Nottingham City Council, Nottinghamshire Cunty Council, Derby City Council and Derbyshire County Council. This won’t be considered before October but there will be meetings for Parish Councils in May.
He also noted that the new Education white paper would mean all schools having to be part of multi academy trusts, which would see the end of the education authority.
DCllr SM reported that NSDC would be moving over to the new cabinet system on 17th May.

8. To finalise matters relating to the Jubilee celebrations
The chair reported having sourced over 40 commemorative 50p coins. MM donated coin cases for these. It was therefore agreed that all children from birth to 18 inclusive should be able to receive one.
The chair reported that the tree planting had been successful and the fencing was in place. It was agreed that a plaque in the same style as the one on the church gate for the jubilee rose should be purchased. Any wording should follow the format suggested by the Palace. 
The chair informed the meeting that Glasdon had quoted £65 + VAT to have the circular jubilee logo in the hole each end of the bench chosen at the last meeting and to have the name of the council printed across the centre bar above it. There was questions as to whether the logo could go in the hole above the council name rather than below but it was felt that even below was better than a worded plaque in the centre of the bench.

RESOLVED: To order the integral logo and council name from Glasdons.
(proposed LH, seconded MM, carried by 5 in favour with 1 abstention)

The clerk reported the outcome of the Highways enquiry regarding locations:
Ferry Lane – not council land but there is a bench there already
Church Lane – Highways said not ideal – limited verge width and it floods
Old North Road bust stop – Highways said no - pavement not wide enough
Cross Roads – Highways only concern is the unstable wall but there is a bench there already
It was felt somewhere central may be better and the clerk was asked to seek Highways opinion on the areas outside and opposite the village hall.

9. To respond to the following correspondence
a. NCC – Nottinghamshire Day
The clerk noted that this asked if any activities were planned and that they be reported to Notts CC. It was felt no events would be taking place here.

b. HMRC – New tax code
The clerk reported that this would be implemented for the new tax year.
c. Clerks & Councils Direct
The clerk handed this out for circulation.

10. To consider the following financial matters
a. To note the bank reconciliation
This was checked and signed by the chair.
b. To review the year end accounts ready for internal audit
These were checked and signed by the chair.
c. To approve the following payments 
i. Clerks wages and HMRC – new rates
The clerk reported the new rates following the recent pay settlement.
