1.  APOLOGIES (19.31)

Apologies were received from County Cllr Will Boucher-Giles (WBG), District Cllr Nigel Simpson (NS), District Cllr Grace Conway-Murray (GCM) and Cllr Steve Trice (ST).

KG declared an interest in flooding matters.

(iii)  There will be a working party, with a request for volunteers, to plant the replacement trees in the spinney in January.  (iv)  A general guide to planting in public areas has been provided by CDC, this is to be passed on to the planting designer.  (v)  Some signage may be required to inform the public of possible risk when the planting is complete.

Resolved (i) This confirms that no incorrect bins are being emptied and that the schedule for emptying is weekly.  (ii)  JB and KG are to ask at the Tuesday Teas and Light Lunches whether anyone in the village uses this service.  (iii)  Cllrs will take up any invitations that they are able to.  (iv)  The Carers Oxfordshire phone info will be put on the web. (v)  The Air Ambulance did ask about a clothing bin on the site.  SC is to ask them if they would like to install one.

19.  ITEMS OF INTEREST (21.30)
Football Club – There has been a rumour that the club is moving. 

Pop-up-pub lights – Lights and a transformer have been purchased for £76, there will be an invoice to come.

Verge cleaning – The roundabout has been cleaned but the verge of the main road has not.  

Roadwork lights – These are not properly synced, which is causing snarl ups.
Newsletter – MKB will produce a newsletter in time for the Carol Service, which will need other subject matter.  
Parish Footpath Warden – SC explains that her village of Syresham has a parish footpath warden who is very enthusiastic and often arranges community walks.  He is not affiliated with the Ramblers and therefore the paperwork/online burden is reduced.
Resolved  (i)  The PC will keep an eye on the situation.  (ii)  To note the position.  (iii)  RB volunteers to clean the verge during the upcoming road closures.  He has the appropriate safety equipment and MKB will supply bags.  (iv)  MKB will speak to HS2 and get this sorted.  (v)  Other subject matter can include – next year’s elections, next year’s defib training, details of the new planting plan, the HS2 bridge and the pop-up-pub.  (vi)  SC is to invite the Syresham warden to speak at the APM and hopefully encourage a Finmere warden to come forward.
