


[bookmark: _Hlk71306648]Minutes of the Annual Meeting of
Carlton-on-Trent Parish Council held on
Tuesday 4th April 2023 at 7.30pm
in Carlton on Trent Village Hall

Present: 
Cllr L Hopkins (Chair), Cllr M Eley, Cllr M Hopkins, Cllr M Martin, Cllr M Rawson, T Grimes (Clerk), DCllr S Michael and 2 members of the public


1. To consider any apologies for absence
DWP gave apologies for personal reasons which were approved. Apologies were also received from CCllr BL.

2. To receive any declarations of interest in items on the agenda
MM declared an interest in the clerk’s wages.

3. [bookmark: _GoBack]To accept the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 7th March 2023
The minutes were accepted as a true record and duly signed by the chair.

4. 10-minute open forum to receive questions and comments from members of the public 
A member of the public asked about the bench being removed and asked for an alternative site to be found. LH reported the actions to date and suggested the bench was not the reason for the problems on the wharf. DCllr SM explained NSDC will be working proactively this year to reduce issues, starting with the 16th May meeting. 
Another resident read a comment from social media site Nextdoor complaining about youths on motorbikes in Carlton Lane which suggested that the anti-social behaviour had already started this year. 

5. To note the following matters arising from previous minutes 
a. Ferry Lane Signs
LH reported that there had been no further contact from Highways.
b. Bank Signatories
The clerk confirmed the changes had been made and suggested the new signatories approve the next payments to check their access works.

The clerk also reported that Savills had been in touch to say that although scaffolding had been erected round the wall at the cross roads, exact timings for work could not be provided as the specification for works had yet to be agreed with the Conservation department. 

6. To receive updates on any District and County Councillor matters
DCllr SM reported that kerbside glass collection will commence in September. Every resident will receive a 140l bin, collected every 8 weeks and there will be no charge for this service.
From 1st January the Government changed the waste collection system; any items containing volatiles such as chairs, sofas, cushions, etc, now have to be incinerated so cannot go to the household tip, collection will have to be arranged. It is feared that the new legislation may increase fly tipping, however DCllr SM assured councillors NSDC are tackling problems having issued the following penalty notices: 42 fly tipping, 828 littering,16 no waste transfer, 9 dog fowling, 1 fly posting.   

7. To consider ideas for spending CIL money
MH suggested an additional defib. Several questions were raised about power and cost. LH offered to look into potential sites.

8. To confirm that the present pattern of dog bin emptying is to be continued
The clerk confirmed that in response to councillor’s emails, the contract had already been returned to NSDC requesting continuation of the same pattern because the deadline for return fell before this meeting.

9. To receive an update on activities for marking the Coronation
LH informed the meeting that the Sunday street closure was being challenged by Highways who would prefer it on the slip road. LH pointed out that power and toilets would be an issue to no avail. CCllr BL had since got involved but as yet nothing has been confirmed. Thaymar are booked to provide ice-cream. There will be craft activities in the hall including decorate a T-shirt and bunting flags. Outside will be the same as the jubilee – bring your own lunch. There are offers of a treasure hunt and possibly decorating crowns. ME offered the bunting from the village hall. MM offered the village hall marquee. On the Monday there will be a litter pick finishing in the village hall with drinks and cake. LH is producing a flyer and asked if the village hall would print it. ME asked whether 50p’s would be issued but it is dependent on funds

RESOLVED: To delegate authorisation of payments to the clerk, for items required before the May meeting, with a total limit of £300 as agreed from reserves plus, if received, the £150 NSDC grant.

10. To consider the following financial matters
a. To note the bank reconciliation
The reconciliation was checked and signed by the chair.
b. To approve the year end accounts
The accounts were circulated prior to the meeting and councillors agreed these could be submitted to the internal auditor.
c. To approve the following payments 
i. Clerk’s wages and HMRC – usual amount
ii. Dog Bin emptying Oct 2022 to Mar 2023 – £31.20

RESOLVED: To make these payments.

11. To raise any other business which may need to be included on the agenda of the next meeting
The clerk asked whether nomination forms had been submitted to NSDC, 4 councillors confirmed they had. 
LH asked that sites for the bench be put on the agenda of the Annual Council Meeting.
DCllr SM asked if there was anything to be raised at the Safer Neighbourhoods meeting; LH asked if the motorcycle incidents could be mentioned.
