077/24 Matters arising
a.	Update on the Lengthsman Scheme: The Clerk confirmed that the Lengthsman Scheme ADD to Mins. JC will put a call out on Facebook for a groundman.
b.	Speeding traffic: the clerk confirmed that she had been in touch with the police and they re-iterated what they had said previously with regards to reporting any speeding offences and to also consider setting up a Community Speed Watch. Clerk to send the traffic survey to Insp. Charlotte Ellam and note that the survey was taken during icy and cold weather which the PC felt slowed the speed down, there is a consistency of people ignoring the speed limit. The PC discussed the possible option of reducing the speed limit to 20mph. Clerk to send the survey to the planning department and follow up that it can be published on the planning portal as part of the dog park application. It was agreed to run a second survey during the summer holidays.
