ROAD TRAFFIC REGULATION ACT 1984

THE KENT COUNTY COUNCIL, acting as Local Traffic Authority and in exercise of its
powers under Sections 81, 82, 84 and 124 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984

2. The Interpretation Act 1978 shall apply to this Order as it applies for the
interpretation of an Act of Parliament.

3. Without prejudice to the validity of anything done or to any liability incurred in
respect of any act or omission before the coming into operation of this Order,
