The representatives from the Spartans set out the background of the club over its thirty seven year history. The club have been in dialogue with Apley Estate about the use of the old Norton FC pitch and pavilion off Cheswardine Lane for several years. The dialogue has reached a positive conclusion which incorporates improvements to the pitch, the creation of an on-site car-park and allows for the site to continue its use for car boot sales. The stoning, drainage and seeding of the site would should be completed by the end of September 2023 with play to start within the 24/25 season. Two shipping containers have arrived on site and will be converted to changing rooms and clad hyperthermophile in wood, the some Portia toilets being lifted in behind and to the side of the containers as not to become intrusive.
