	Environmental Matters/Nature reserve: Over the weekend evidence has been left of antisocial behaviour in the field at the Nature Reserve.  It was resolved to collect some evidence, keep a diary and take it to the Antisocial Behaviour Department of council.  It was resolved to wait before purchasing a bench for the field.

	Flood Resilience Scheme: RG met with Ross Marshall.  Agreed a 1st stage plan of work to undertake – first part they will clean drains and along Little Marlock under the culverts.  Not heard back about path reinstatement up to bridge.  RG has written to Cllr Jackson and suggested that the work all be done at the same time as the road.  Ross will send an investigation team to Greenfield’s, the stables and top of Main Street and suck out content of drains as well as send cameras down to check on blockages and collapses.  If all clear, he will look at drainage ditches.  This will happen this year, but no date confirmed yet.

	Highways and public rights of way: 
ACTION: RG to add a reminder about the repainting of the yellow lines outside the Anchor and top of Main Street to email to Cllr Jackson about highways and road safety.  LJ suggested that Highways come to review the road markings and safety on the whole of Main Street.  ACTION: NC to write to Highways and ask for a visit and review of the road.

	Village Hall, Playpark and playground: Nothing more to report from last village hall meeting.  Large swing needs to be removed from playpark.  Playpark report is still due.
