045/17 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Clay Lane Barrier – update – it was advised that the contractor is ready to carry out the installation as soon as the Section 50 Licence is received from NCC. 
(b) West Street Traffic Issues – A date for the public meeting is to be arranged by the Clerk.  NCC Highways have advised that they will not attend a further public meeting.
(c) Stevens Court – NCC Highways have advised that they will not be installing bollards to prevent parking on the grass area in front of Stevens Court.
(d) The Bends Car Park – the Clerk will chase up NCC regarding the maintenance of  the car park and request a litter/dog bin and height barrier to try and discourage fly tipping.
(e) Electricity Supply for Christmas – deferred to next month’s meeting.
(f) Land off Aggate Way – The Clerk advised that the land has been sold by NCC for development, subject to planning.  At present, a planning application has not be submitted for the site.

046/17 Borough Council of Wellingborough Correspondence
