2. The Minutes of Meeting No. 17 on 12th January 2015 were approved with no amendments.
3. Item 9b: MH to meet with JW regarding the Affordable Housing Needs Survey.

5. Organisation for 5th March Action Day with Richard Eastham (RE).
