In opening the meeting the Chairman indicated that the five minute late start was in consequence of the Chairman and the Clerk being delayed by a discussion with the County Councillor, who had wished to draw a matter (relating to Bowhill Lane) to their attention before having to leave for another meeting.

213/09
Apologies for absence were received and accepted from Cllrs Hales, Head and Morrison. An apology for likely late arrival had been received from Cllr Harrison. An apology for absence had been received from County Cllr Chapman and Borough Cllr Becket.
214/09
Members considered the declaration of interests in agenda items.


Cllrs Bettley-Smith, Ball, Speed and Watkin declared personal interests in planning application 09/00347 as the applicant was a friend; Cllr Daly declared a personal interest in the same item as the applicant was a friend and client; Cllr Price declared a prejudicial interest as he rented a parcel of land to the applicant.

215/09 The Chairman adjourned the meeting at this point to permit public participation. One member of the public was present (the applicant in respect of planning application 09/00347), who commented on the background to the application. His original application had been supported by the Parish Council but rejected by the Borough Council. The matter had been referred to an appeal inquiry which had upheld the refusal and implied that a treatment in grey sheeting would be favoured over the red brick design submitted. The new application sought to reflect this view by substituting grey sheeting. This was in line with other similar agricultural buildings in the area which had been approved.
[Cllr Harrison joined the meeting at this point]

216/09
Members considered the following planning application.

09/00347/FUL Rebuilding & alterations to existing agricultural building, land rear of 6 Brassington Terrace, Wrinehill.

RESOLVED that the Parish Council strongly supports the revised application and recommends approval, whilst recording disappointment that the previous design, which the Parish Council preferred, was turned down by the Borough Council.
[Cllr Price, having declared a prejudicial interest, left the meeting during consideration
of this item, and took no part in the discussion. Although listed on the

Council Agenda as having handled the papers in relation to the application he had in

fact played no part in the consideration of the application.

Cllr Harrison also declared a personal interest as a friend of the applicant]

Members considered the following planning application.
09/00385/FUL  Two storey side extension, 7 Brassington Street, Betley.

RESOLVED that the Parish Council supports the application and notes the proposal to build in a style inkeeping with the original, with use of reclaimed materials from the lean-to which, by preference, should form the front elevation of the extension, as indicated within the application.

The Clerk reported that there were no Decision Notices to hand.

219/09
The Clerk reported on two matters previously considered by members:


4 Ladygates. The Clerk reported that the immediate neighbour had been in contact, and had indicated that she had no objection to the principle of the proposed development, subject to a minor amendment to its positioning. She had passed these views directly to the planning authority.

RESOLVED that the observations be noted.

The Spinney. The Clerk had contacted Newcastle BC and had been advised that the notice posted referred to an application from 2008 (08/00924) which had now been withdrawn. Cllr Harrison confirmed this from the Agenda of the Conservation Advisory Working Group.

220/09
The Clerk reported that he had been advised that the proposed Traffic Regulation Order relating to Bowhill Lane would be issued for consultation in early September.  Cllr Becket had been in touch with the Clerk, expressing some concern that the Order might contain an exclusion for access which could be open to abuse. There was some concern amongst members that in the absence of firm proposals and options for the Order it would be inappropriate to take any view on the matter at the present time.
RESOLVED
that the Clerk be instructed to seek a meeting of members on site with appropriate officers to obtain details of options for the Traffic Regulation Order in order to allow the Council to seek to formulate a response.
