Parish Maintenance Scheme.

The damaged lamppost in Lewson Street has been removed and replaced with a new lamppost.  

An insurance claim has been made from the Parish Councils’ public liability insurance for payment minus the £100 excess.


Fly tipping of an old mattress in Rushett Lane has been removed.


A large pot hole in Buckland has been repaired.


Overgrown grass verges at Buckland have been trimmed.

The fire hydrant on the corner of Norton Lane/Lewson Street has been cleaned and painted giving better visibility.

The Parish Council are still awaiting the new directional sign ordered on 10th January for Stone Crossing, Buckland.
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The junction of Norton Lane/Lewson Street to the turning at Provender Lane will be closed for five days from 16th July 2012 to enable BT to erect a new telegraph pole.

The Chairman agreed to write a second letter of objection regarding the plan.  Councillors also agreed to write individual letters to The Project Team, Planning & Environment at KCC voicing their concerns regarding the vast amount of forecast lorries (approximately 200 per day from each site) that will be passing on the A2.

The Parish Council will contact Cllr.Andrew Bowles, Cllr. Lloyd Bowen, Cllr. Rick Barnicott, Gordon Henderson and Hugh Robertson regarding the matter.  Flyers will also be distributed to households within the parish, one of which will be placed on the PC notice board to ensure that parishioners are fully aware of the situation.
