Minutes of the Social/Housing/Planning Committee of Earls Barton Parish Council held on Tuesday 23 April 2019 at Earls Barton Fire Station.

1. Public Speaking Time – Cllr Nick Chapman attended and spoke about planning application: WP/19/00158/FUL.

2. Apologies for Absence – Cllrs I Abbott, W Mills and B Rice

3. Declarations of Pecuniary Interest – none received.

4. Planning Applications as follows:
· WP/19/00155/FUL – change of use from police office (suis generis) to domestic dwelling + chauffeured limousine hire company – 94 Northampton Road.
· WP/19/00158/FUL – conversion/part change of use from D1 to C3 to create 4 residential apartments (1x2bed & 3x1bed) to include 2 conservation rooflights on the front elevation, 1 conservation rooflight on the rear elevation and a new window on the south elevation facing the village centre – Earls Barton Baptist Church, West Street.
· WP/19/00182/FUL – proposed single storey rear extension and conversion of garage to habitable space including removal of garage door and infilling with bricks and a window – 18 Pynkeny Close.
Following discussion, it was agreed to object to application WP/19/00158/FUL as it is against planning policies in the North Northamptonshire Joint Core Strategy and Earls Barton Neighbourhood Plan.  It was also noted that the Parish Council had been advised that the building would be sold for community use. Had EBPC been advised that it was being sold for conversion to residential, other options for the acquisition of the building could have been considered.
