MEDSTEAD PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of the Planning Committee held on Wednesday 10th June 2015 at 7.30pm
at Medstead Village Hall.
PRESENT: Councillors Roy Pullen (Chairman), Peter Fenwick, Mike Smith and Stan Whitcher.  There was one member of the public present.  
Also present: Councillor Deborah Jackson (Chairman of Council) and Miss Katie Knowles (Clerk). 
15.15 ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN 
Councillor Fenwick nominated Councillor Pullen as Chairman of the Planning Committee which was seconded by Councillor Smith. There being no other nominations Councillor Pullen was duly elected as Chairman for the forthcoming year. 
15.16 OPEN SESSION
· Councillor Smith reported that he had spoken to the Builder at the Wisteria site about the run off from the site that was blocking the drain on Lymington Bottom Road, but it was still a problem. Councillor Jackson offered to make enquires at the District Council to find out who should be notified formally.  
· Councillor Fenwick reported that the S106 agreement has been signed for the Cedar Stables development which states that the ownership of the Flower Meadow will be transferred to the Parish Council by deed of gift. It does not mention any contribution towards the maintenance of the land. The Clerk confirmed she had been notified by the District Council.  
· Councillor Pullen proposed that the Planning Committee should actively monitor planning enforcement issues and related deadlines.
· Councillor Pullen asked the Clerk if copy of the Housing and Employment Allocation Plan could be obtained from the District Council.

15.23 PLANNING APPLICATIONS
The Committee made the following comments on the Planning Applications: 
a) 56114 - Single storey extension to rear. Mullins, Windsor Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5EF. No Objection. 
b) 25227/009 - Two storey extension to side. 1 Twinkle Cottages, Boyneswood Road, Medstead, GU34 5EA. 

No Objection. 
c) 29096/001 - Outline with some matters reserved - Two dwellings with new access, driveways and detached garages following demolition of existing dwelling.  Merrow Down, Boyneswood Lane, Medstead, GU34 5DZ.
Medstead Parish Council objects to this application as it has the following concerns and observations.

The site is outside of the Settlement Policy Boundary, EHDC has a 5 year housing land supply and Four Marks/ South Medstead has far exceeded the minimum of 175 required by the Joint Core Strategy. 

Boyneswood Lane is a bridleway and not a highway. The Countryside Access team at Hampshire County Council have not been consulted. Boyneswood Lane is to be the main pedestrian route for the residents of  the 51 houses to be built opposite to gain access to public transport, local amenities etc. The proliferation of housing development and vehicular traffic on Boyneswood Lane should be discouraged; people and cars do not mix well.

Some of the design statement is misleading e.g. ‘Boyneswood Lane is narrow and has a new 100mm thick vibrated and compacted limestone scalping surface laid to falls, provided by the developers for the 51 houses directly opposite’. This is totally untrue. Part of the lane was resurfaced by the developers of the 3 houses on the old Builders Yard. The developers for the 51 houses are a different company and the access for their site is via Beechlands NOT Boyneswood Lane.

The existing substandard water and electricity supplies will be further impacted by the cumulative effect of this and other nearby developments and applications.

The current applications plus the already built new houses will mean that traffic movements will more than double for this narrow, single track bridleway.
The local aquifer beneath the clay cap is in danger of pollution from the cumulative impact of discharge from septic tanks from this and other nearby developments and applications. With the site for 51 houses in the field to the north of this site having to install main drainage would it not be sensible to condition this application, if EHDC is minded to approve it, to be connected to this new proposed main drainage?

Again, if EHDC are minded to approve, this site should be conditioned to a construction plan including an enforceable clause for on-site contractors parking and no weekend working.

There is no mention of any S106 agreements for open space, environment etc.
d) 56091 - Single storey rear extension. 1 Crown Wood, Lymington Bottom Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5FN.

 Single storey rear extension, front porch, and proposed car port/log store to existing garage. No Objection. 
e) 56130 - Single storey rear extension, front porch, and proposed car port/log store to existing garage. 82A Lymington Bottom Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5EP. No Objection. 
f) 21957/010 - Two detached dwellings with rooms in roof space, double garages and car barns, hard and soft landscaping and other works. Plot east of High Mead, Boyneswood Lane, Medstead, Alton.
Medstead Parish Council objects to this application as it has the following concerns and observations.

The site is outside of the Settlement Policy Boundary, East Hants District Council (EHDC) has a 5 year housing land supply and Four Marks/ South Medstead has far exceeded the minimum of 175 required by the Joint Core Strategy. This should be dealt with under current legislation, not under something that may or may not happen e.g. moving of Settlement Policy Boundary.

Boyneswood Lane is a bridleway and not a highway. The Countryside Access team at Hampshire County Council have not been consulted. Boyneswood Lane is to be the main pedestrian route for the residents of  the 51 houses to be built opposite to gain access to public transport, local amenities etc. The proliferation of housing development and vehicular traffic on Boyneswood Lane should be discouraged; people and cars do not mix well. The current applications plus the already built new houses will mean that traffic movements will more than double for this narrow, single track bridleway.

The existing substandard water and electricity supplies will be further impacted by the cumulative effect of this and other nearby developments and applications.

The local aquifer beneath the clay cap is in danger of pollution from the cumulative impact of discharge from septic tanks from this and other nearby developments and applications. With the site for 51 houses in the field to the north of this site having to install mains drainage would it not be sensible to condition this application, if EHDC is minded to approve it, to be connected to this new proposed main drainage?

Again, if EHDC are minded to approve, this site should be conditioned to a construction plan including an enforceable clause for onsite contractors parking and no weekend working.

There is no mention of any S106 agreements for open space, environment etc.
g) 56101 - Single storey to side and rear of existing dwelling. North Lea, 69 Lymington Bottom Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5EP. No Objection. 
h) 56157 - New Clovelly, Homestead Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5PW. Lawful development certificate for a proposed development - side extensions off side elevations, single storey rear extensions, box dormer window on south elevation, alteration of roof to create a hip to gable enlargement, detached triple garage and store, detached machinery shed, building comprising swimming pool & steam room, sauna & changing facilities, detached building for storage of 5 classic cars, detached building comprising a home gymnasium, the creation of hard surface to provide an in-out driveway and a hard surface to provide a tennis court.
