Minutes of the Planning Committee held on Wednesday 8th July 2015 at 7.30pm
at Medstead Village Hall.
PRESENT: Councillors Deborah Jackson (acting Chairman), Peter Fenwick, Stan Whitcher and Jean Penny (reserve member).  There were no members of the public present.  
Also present: Miss Katie Knowles (Clerk). 
15.25 OPEN SESSION
There were no matters raised under the open session. 
15.26 APOLOGIES  
Apologies were received from Councillors Pullen (Chairman) and Smith.
15.27 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
There were no declarations of interest.
15.28 MINUTES
The minutes of the meeting held on the 10th June 2015, previously circulated were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chairman.
15.29 CHAIRMANS REPORT 
The Chairman reported:

· A prior notification of agricultural development had been received (21570/005) for oak framed garage for storage of agricultural vehicles, which was noted by the Committee.  
· The reserved matters for the remaining 20 new houses for retired people at Lymington Farm (53305/006) had been received and would be considered at the August meeting, subject to confirmation of a time extension.

· An application for four detached dwellings at Woodfield, Windsor Road (54970/005) had been received and would be considered at the August meeting, subject to confirmation of a time extension. 

· On the very disappointing decision on the CALA Homes appeal, which was upheld by the Planning Inspector. 

15.30 EHDC DECISION NOTICES 
The following decisions were noted by the Committee: 
a) 56114 - Mullins, Windsor Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5EF. Single storey extension to rear. Decision: PERMISSION.      
b) 25227/009 - 1 Twinkle Cottages, Boyneswood Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5EA. Two storey extension to side (as amended by plan received, 30 June, 2015).Decision: PERMISSION. 

c) 23965/014 - Pullingers Farm, Hattingley Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5NQ. All weather riding arena. Decision: PERMISSION. 

d) 56091 - 1 Crown Wood, Lymington Bottom Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5FN. Single storey rear extension.

Decision: PERMISSION.

e) 39009/005- Land to the north of the Telephone Exchange, Lymington Bottom Road, Medstead, Alton. Residential development comprising 10 dwellings, open space, landscaping and associated works. Decision: REFUSAL.

15.31 PLANNING APPLICATIONS
The Committee made the following comments on the Planning Applications: 
a) 23970/009 - Single storey extension to front, front porch and detached replacement garage/store. Galloway, Paice Lane, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5PR. No objection providing the proposal complies with current regulations. 
b) 53305/005 - (53305/003) Reserved Matters pursuant to outline - 69 residential dwellings with associated parking, landscaping, open space and works. Land to the West of Lymington Farm Industrial Estate, Lymington Bottom Road, Four Marks, Alton. 
Medstead Parish Council wishes to make the following observations as to the reserved matter application:
•
We note that the affordable housing is to be built predominantly to the south of the site and not dispersed throughout the development. We believe this to be contrary to planning policy. Together with the affordable housing on the adjoining site 53305/004 it is considered that integration of the new residents to the parish within the development may be inhibited.

•
The usable public open space is considered to be below the required standard and therefore inadequate. This development is a considerable walking distance from both the recreation areas of Medstead and Four Marks. The route to the former is on narrow country roads lacking in footways and the route to the latter requires the busy A31 to be crossed.

•
The open space is not situated centrally and located near to the age restricted dwellings.

•
There is no play equipment suitable for small children. Some of the shown play equipment is sited
 within the surface water overflow retention basin.

•
The design and layout of the dwellings fails to adequately reflect Hampshire vernacular or the Medstead Village Design Statement, Supplementary Planning Guidance adopted in 2003 by EHDC.

•
Due to the topography of the site we fear that the privacy of the dwellings on Crown Wood may be compromised by the current layout.

•
Access to the development is across third party land and no drawings have been provided to ensure design and construction will be to an appropriate standard.

•
Due to safety considerations access to the fields to the west of the development from the estate road should not be permitted.

Medstead Parish Council therefore OBJECTS to this application, as submitted, and requests that EHDC instructs the developer to resubmit after revision.

c) 53305/004 - Reserved Matters pursuant to application 53305/001 for 18 dwellings and associated infrastructure. Land to the West of Lymington Farm Industrial Estate, Lymington Bottom Road, Four Marks, Alton.
Medstead Parish Council wishes to make the following observations as to the reserved matter application:
•
This application is for part of the rural exception site for 38 dwellings and must be considered in

conjunction with the reserved matters application for the remainder of the site.

•
The outline permission is for 18 affordable homes, 3 age restricted affordable homes and 17 age restricted market homes. The 45% market element is based on the perceived viability of the stand alone scheme due to the additional cost of the connection to mains drainage. However, the cost of this connection will now be shared with the additional 69 dwellings (53305/005). We consider that a greater number of age restricted affordable homes should therefore be provided.

•
As a standalone application there is inadequate open space and no play equipment.

•
The design and layout of the dwellings fails to adequately reflect Hampshire vernacular or the Medstead Village Design Statement, Supplementary Planning Guidance adopted in 2003 by EHDC.

•
Access to the development is across third party land and no drawings have been provided to ensure design and construction will be to an appropriate standard.

•
Medstead Parish Council reserves the right to comment further when the S106 agreement for 53305/001 is made available by the planning authority and when 53305/006 has been considered.

Medstead Parish Council therefore OBJECTS to this application as submitted and requests that EHDC instructs the developer to resubmit after revision.

d) 55118/001 - Detached two storey dwelling. The Boynes, Station Approach, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5EN. 
Objection, as part of the house appears to be outside the settlement policy boundary. 

e) 25541/004 - Certificate of lawful development for proposed works - single storey rear extension and alteration to conservatory. Oakwood, Wield Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5NJ. Noted.
f) 31736/008 - Single storey side extension.  Little Copse, Windsor Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5EF. No Objection. 
g) 54485/001 - Detached dwelling with attached double garage after removal of existing dwelling. Sunnydene, Stoney Lane, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5EL. Objection, the proposed property is outside the settlement policy boundary and the size is out of proportion to the property that it is replacing. 
h) 29846/012 - Change of use of land for the permanent stationing of a log cabin, and installation of a biodigester. New Park Farm, Abbey Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5PB. The location is within the Parish of Beech. Objection, the proposal will extend the built environment and reduce the local gap between Medstead and Beech. The proposed location of the log cabin on the site is not in keeping with the linear design of properties in Medstead and Beech. 
i) 40118/001 - Single storey rear extension. 44 Lymington Bottom Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5EW. No Objection.
