The meeting was opened by the Chairman at 7pm
1.	To consider and accept apologies for absence
	Apologies accepted from Peter Brown (Covid19 isolating) who wished to attend to stand for co-option to the Parish Council
2.	To co-opt Parish Councillor following by signing of Acceptance of Office
	Proposed and resolved to co-opt Peter Brown to the Parish Council 
	Proposed and resolved to allow Acceptance of Office to be signed before or at the next meeting.	
3.	Declarations of interest and any dispensations of disclosable pecuniary interests
	Cllrs. Gardiner, Muggleton and Waits declared an interest in item 11 as members of the Parochial Church Council
4.	Minutes of Meeting 17th June, 20th July and 21st September 2021 (Approval)
	Cllr. Waits raised a matter in the minutes of 21st September regarding item 12.  He felt that support had been requested for certain projects.  The clerk advised that the Parish Council did not know the identity of the person raising the request, so no follow-up could be undertaken.
	Proposed and resolved that all minutes be approved a drafted. They were then signed by the Chairman

Cllr. L. Muggleton arrived with apologies for lateness
	
5.	Matters arising from those Minutes
	As 4 above.  The bank mandate for the Chairman to become a signatory was handed to him.
6.	Public questions, comments or representations
	None
7.	Reports
7.1	To receive reports from County and District Councillors
	County Councillor not in attendance
	District Councillors Kershaw reported that the District Council were pushing Hertfordshire CGC who had won the contract for innoculations in this area but were now having trouble with the long distance.  Currently those aged 12 – 15 years old were catching Covid 19 and taking it home to family, so that there was a rise in cases in the over 60s. .  Last January there had been 800 in Hospital with Covid 19 and there were now 900 in Hospital but much lower numbers in intensive care.  We were moving to herd immunity. 94% of over 18s had received their first dose and 90% had received their second dose.  70% of 15-17 year olds had been vaccinated.  However, if they miss out, it can be 30 days before they are vaccinated.  Holt and Wells Surgeries had pulled out of providing vaccinations but there would be a new centre opening in Kelling.  All care homes should be completed by the end of November.   It is complicated tracking for the third dose.   On other matters, the Council had taken over The Reef in Sheringham.  All tests had been completed and there would be a soft opening in December and a full opening in January.  It had three pools, spinning room and gym with one pool being competition standard.   The Council had appointed a new Director of Place responsible for sustainable growth and planning.  There was a full Council meeting tomorrow with a motion in connection with discharge of sewage into rivers and seas, with a letter going to Anglian Water.  

	Cllrs Kershaw asked if planning matters could be dealt with at this point and the Chairman agreed

	PF/20/1345 – Construction of 12 (now 11) dwellings, Wells Road, Hindringham – Cllr. Kershaw informed the meeting that there was a 48 page Officer/s Report on the matter, for the Development Committee meeting the next day.  This was the only application to be discussed.  Anglian Water would be in attendance and they had stated there was no problem with the system. Cllr. Abel explained that he had been on his land when Anglian made both visits and on the last visit they had jetted towards Hindringham for about 200 metres but could not go to 300 metres as it was blocked. They did not jet towards Binham.  During the initial visits Anglian Water had cleared towards Binham as far as his land boundary, but no further, so sewage was still spilling on to his farm. Cllr. Kershaw would speak on behalf of the Parish Council, so there was no need for them to attend.  

	PF/19/1576 and PF/21/2505 – Conversion of agricultural building to dwelling – Row Hill Barns, Walsham Road, Hindringham – Cllr. Kershaw reminded the Parish Council that PF/19/1576 was an appeal (decision pending) and a new subsequent application in connection with PF/21/2505.  He had visited the applicants and had brought the matter to the attention of the new Director of Place, as it was a good use of any existing barn and very sustainable.  The Parish Council had supported the initial application.  Discussion followed and it was agreed that the Parish Council had no objections to the new application. It would not change the view from surrounding fields and the neighbour had just received planning permission for a holiday let.
[Cllr. Kershaw then left the meeting]
7.2	To receive Speedwatch Report to date
	The Chairman reported that the Speedwatch team had been out at least once a week.  There had been a black box recording from 11th August for 11 days, with 18,000 vehicles recorded.  48.8% were breaking the speed limit and of that number 20% were prosecutable. The Chairman had written to the Police and Crime Commissioner outlining that Hindringham was a “rat run” and we needed a speed camera, but he had only acknowledged the email twice.  The Chairman would ask for a reply shortly.  Langham Parish Council were interested in working together with Hindringham for Speedwatch, but Binham P.C. were considering after their November meeting.  The Chairman had attended that meeting to provide information.  The Police had been at Hindringham the previous Friday, pulling in three and speaking to them.  Discussion followed.  
7.3	To receive a report from the Playing Field Committee
	Cllr. Gardiner reported that although the Pavilion was now open on Friday evenings, there had been little support on some evenings, so some evenings the pub had not opened. The Saturday coffee morning had commenced and Sunday night bingo had now commenced.  All events needed more support.  The Playing Field Committee had paid for the Playing Area Report.  Cllr. Abel had been getting quotes for repairs.  NGF at Gressenhall had put a quote in, which had been approved at a recent meeting and there was a site meeting on 24th November at 10am to discuss the repairs.  The fence had been completely removed as it had fallen into disrepair and the inspector had confirmed there was no need for a fence around the play area for safety reasons.  A sign was needed to show the ownership of the play area, contact details and the postcode. It was agreed to add the Parish Clerk’s details and a member of the Playing Field Committee for contacts as the Parish Council owned the play equipment and rented the land, but the Playing Field Committee managed it.

8.	Finance and Regulatory
8.1	To approve List of Payments  
	Agreed to donate £25 to British Legion for wreath, which was added to the List of Payments.  Proposed and resolved to suspend Financial Regulation 6.20 (item 10.2 below) to repay Chairman for purchasing snowdrop bulbs at advantageous price of £130 for 1,000.  List of payments approved and signed by Chairman and Clerk.  
	Forward plans for tulips and crocus discussed. A bulb planting day was planned for the following Saturday. 
8.2	To receive balance sheet and report re: bank reconciliation
	Balance sheet received with no comments.  Cllr. Muggleton would recommence checking the bank reconciliations.
8.3	To consider Budget and set the precept for 2022-3
	The draft Budget was discussed in detail.  Proposed and resolved to set the precept at £8,100 for 2022-23, which would mean an increase of approximately 1.25% on the Parish Council share of Council Tax
8.4	To approve Vexatious Persons Policy
	The Chairman explained the reasons for adopting a Vexatious Persons Policy, which gives clear guidance on control at meetings.  Proposed and resolved the draft Policy be adopted.
8.5	To approve amendments to Data Protection Policy
	The Policy had been updated in accordance with the UK Regulations in January 2021.  Proposed and resolved to approve the amendments.

9.	Planning
9.1	To discuss and make observations on any applications received after the date of this Agenda
	PF/21/2505 Change of Use and conversion of disused agricultural building form single dwelling (using natural building materials to create a passive house certified construction) (part retrospective) – Row Hill Barns, Walsingham Road, Hindringham – Discussed and as item 7.1 above.  Agreed there was no objection.  The proposal was sustainable, will not change the view from the surrounding land and the adjacent property had recently received planning permission for a holiday let next to their property.
	 PF/19/1576 Conversion of agricultural building to dwelling – Agricultural Building, Walsingham Road, Hindringham – Appeal to Secretary of State – Pending see item 7.1 above
9.2	To receive update on other applications

	The problem areas were discussed.  Agreed to purchase two bins and site one near the Village Hall and one at the Pavilion.  Agreed to have them emptied once a month to start with, reviewing if the need arises.

12.	To discuss progress of new Lease of Village Hall
	The Clerk advised that due to a big difference in terms offered by the PCC for the new Lease compared to the existing Lease, she had suggested the Village Hall Committee take professional advice.  In answer to a question raised, she confirmed that the Parish Council were custodian trustee only for the Village Hall Committee and had no say in agreeing the terms, which would be agreed by the Committee as managing trustees.  The Village Hall Committee would be meeting shortly to discuss recent proposals offered. A short discussion followed.
	
13.	Matters for Information Only or Next Agenda
	1. A complaint had been received about builder’s rubbish on the Methodist Chapel car park and the Methodist Minister had kindly dealt with having it removed.
	2. An accident had taken place on Walsingham Road and it had been suggested by a member of the public that the 30mph sign be moved further out of the village.  Agreed that this would help towards lowering driving speeds and it had been discussed in the past.  However, the cost had been prohibitive as the Parish Council would have to either pay or contribute a large proportion.
	
There being no further business the meeting closed at 9.30pm and the approved cheques were signed.
