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“Horace Allfree came to the parish, with the rest of his family, at the time of the parish sale, by the Fitzherberts of Tissington, Derbyshire, in 1913. His father, who came from Hills Town in Derbyshire bought two small farms, one of which included the Fox and Hounds Inn, which he later rebuilt and became the landlord.
Horace was called up for military service and was drafted into a special squad of grenade throwers. These grenades were a very volatile commodity at that time. He was badly affected by mustard gas on two occasions, and as a result, was very chesty for the rest of his life. However, this didn’t prevent him from living to the grand old age of ninety six!
During the Second World War Horace worked in munitions at Ranskill. After the war he farmed at Ivy Farm and in retirement he lived at Ivy Cottage opposite the Church. He later moved to Ollerton, where he is buried.”
