Erection of a single storey restaurant and retail unit with associated site service road turning
points, car parking spaces and unloading bay following demolition of former public house.
All Councillors confirmed that they had seen the plans.  Councillors noted local objections to the plans.  They expressed concerns about the potential impact on the existing local businesses and agreed that the area could not support more retail units.  It was noted that Tern Hill has not been identified as an area requiring further development.  Councillors discussed the need to demolish the existing building and agreed (1 against) that they would like to see it remain in some format and restored.  The Councillors agreed that if the site is to be redesigned and the existing building demolished, then they would like to see one building only replace the existing and the business run as a family style restaurant pub.  Clerk to respond accordingly.
