


St Juliot Parish Council

Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held on Tuesday 12th May 2022 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate at 7.30pm.

Present:  Chairman Cllr Langley, Cllrs Mason, I Penny, S Penny and Trevennor.  The clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor was in attendance.

1. Welcome by the Chairman.  The Chairman Cllr Langley welcomed the attendees.

2. Apologies and minutes.  There were apologies from Cornwall Cllr Barry Jordan, who was at another meeting.  The minutes from the previous Annual Parish Meeting were not available, so will be brought to the next meeting. 

3. Reports to the Parish:
a) The Parish Council Chairman’s Report.  Cllr Langley reported that things are going well at the hall, and that the impact of covid seems to be receding. 
b) County Councillor.  No report available.
c) Parish organisations.  Reports were heard from the Happy Crafters, the Four Parishes magazine and the WI, which are doing well.

Minutes of the Parish Council Annual Meeting held on Tuesday 12th May 2022 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate, following the Annual Parish Meeting at 7.30pm.

Present:  Chairman Cllr Langley, Cllrs Mason, I Penny, S Penny and Trevennor.  The Clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor was in attendance.

22/50        Apologies for absence/Declaration of interest.  There were no apologies.  All members reported no changes in Declaration of Interests. 

22/51        Election of Chairman and Vice-Chairman.  Cllr S Penny proposed that Cllr Langley be re-elected as Chairman, seconded by Cllr Mason, which was then agreed nem con.  Cllr Langley then proposed that Cllr Trevennor should be re-elected as Vice-Chairman, which was seconded by Cllr S Penny and agreed.

22/52       Minutes of the last meeting.  The minutes of the last meeting held on 22nd March 2022 were agreed and signed as a true record by the Chairman.

22/53	Review of the Standing Orders. These had been circulated before the meeting, but Cllr Mason had not received the attachment. Adoption was therefore deferred to the next meeting.

22/54        Review of the Risk Assessment.  This had been circulated before the meeting.  The matter of the telephone kiosk was discussed, but it was felt there should be no implications for the risk assessment, which was agreed, re-adopted and signed by the Chairman.  GDPR. The GDPR policy statement was also re-adopted and signed by the Chairman.

22/55      General matters relating to planning.  Nothing to report.

22/56       Finance.
a) Annual financial statement to 31st March 2022.  The previous clerk Mr Conway had hoped to attend the meeting and present this; however, he was unable to attend and no proper statement was available. Cllr I Penny remarked that the figures from the previous clerk’s spreadsheet appeared to be wrong, as a £400 cheque not cleared had been incorrectly subtracted from the balance.
b) Adoption of the financial statement.  This to be carried out when the statement is available.
c) Audit.  No update was available.
d) Authorisation of payments due to date. The changeover of the bank account address must be carried out by two signatories, as the new clerk does not have any bank statements or a current chequebook, this being still with the previous clerk.
 
22/57       Correspondence was then received, consisting of a letter from the Mowesi Marshgate, inviting members to the opening of the telephone kiosk in Tresparrett on 26th May at 2pm, which they have adopted and refurbished as a book swap.  The Mowesi asked for permission to site a flower tub at the kiosk, which was agreed, and asked the council to consider a grant for £18.54 to cover the specialist paint for the kiosk, which was also agreed.

22/58       Reports.   As received at the Parish Meeting. 
 
22/59       Notice of Parish events, items for inclusion on future agenda and exchanges of information relevant to the Parish.  As received at the Parish Meeting. A Jubilee event is planned at the hall on Saturday 4th June, including a tea dance and a display of memorabilia. Cllr Langley remarked that it had been the custom to give free Jubilee mugs to local children. 

22/60	AOB. Cllr Mason has been given the name of a man who mows grass around the Horseshoe Inn, and Cllr Langley will contact him to see if he will take on the grass on the green and the two triangles in Tresparrett, as a matter of some urgency. 
The clerk to update her job description and contract for the next meeting. The current National Joint Council (SCP Spinal column point 15) hourly rate for part time staff is £12.42.  
Parish laptop: this has a cracked screen, and repairing it was felt to be too expensive. Cllr Trevennor to recover any data from the laptop and wipe its memory before selling it on eBay. Cllr Langley thanked him.
Parish boundary. There had been some discussion about a previous planning application which seemed to be within the neighbouring parish. Cllr Trevennor proposed investigating the feasibility of changing the parish boundaries so that the whole of Marshgate fell within St Juliot parish. Cllr Langley suggested the first step should be to determine where the current boundaries lie. The clerk may have a map which makes this clear.
