1.       MINUTES 
             It was RESOLVED to approve the minutes of the meetings held on 15th July 2024.

1.       MATTERS ARISING FROM THOSE MINUTES 
4. Advisory Speed Signs  
The Clerk had circulated an email informing Councillors that design work for the speed signs will be undertaken by Shropshire Council before instructions are given to undertake the work. This is likely to take between 3-4 months in total. Hopefully the signs will be in situ by December 2024.

4. Cycling Events 
Councillor Amos had contacted a neighbouring Parish Council regarding cycling events in the area. She was informed that there is a website that gives information on cycling events in the area. This can be accessed by clicking on this link www.sssccrrl.co.uk  Currently there are no further events planned for the remainder of 2024. 

4. Parish Council Noticeboard
Unfortunately, the cabinet maker that Councillor Sherwood contacted was unable to help       with the production of a notice board, but Charlotte Marrison from the Raby Estate had spoken to Councillor Amos and informed her that the Estate could supply the legs for the noticeboard and install it at no cost to the Council. It was RESOLVED that the Clerk would contact the companies that had originally submitted a quote to see what the price would be for just the production and delivery of the noticeboard.    

1.      REPORT FROM SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR 
                     A survey had been circulated to Town and Parish Councils to gauge if any would be           willing, and able, to work in partnership with Shropshire Council to undertake maintenance work on small items. This could involve using local contractors to undertake the work. The questionnaire would let Town and Parish Councils register interest and to discuss it further with Shropshire Council. It was RESOLVED to include the questionnaire and supporting letter as an item on the agenda for the next meeting in November.

                   A scheme is available to improve gigabit broadband connection in the area. This is a voucher scheme being run through Openreach. Pledging for a Gigabit voucher is now open to the community at  Connect My Community (openreach.com) The scheme has been promoted via emails, mailers, posters and available social media sites. If, or when, Openreach obtain the required number of vouchers, it will move into delivering the network build. This normally takes around 12 months to complete. It was RESOLVED that Councillor Nelson would contact Ben Walker, Senior Programme Officer (Digital Infrastructure) Connecting Shropshire, to get more information.

1. PARISH MATTERS
      The annual report from ROSPA regarding the play area at Uppington had been circulated to Councillors. The play area is in a generally good condition given the level of usage that the equipment gets. New signs have been put up advising any users who have any concerns about the play area to contact the Parish Council.  

1.     EMPLOYMENT MATTERS
      The Clerk left the meeting for this item on the agenda.

      The Clerk has been in post for two years. In that time the Clerk should have been considered for an annual increment to his salary in September 2023 as he had been in post for one year. As this didn't happen, he asked that the Council consider the increment for 2023 and 2024. 

       It was RESOLVED that:
· The Clerk receive back dated pay to cover the period of the last twelve months. In total this would be £288. This is on the basis that both parties were remiss in raising salary change discussions. 

· The Clerk would move to Grade 14 upon the release of the next NALC guidance which is due in November 2024, and which is usually back dated to April. 

· That the discussion regarding increments to the Clerks salary be an item on the Council’s agenda in September.
