DRAFT Minutes of the meeting held in the Wroxeter Hotel

on Monday, 12th September 2011, at 7.30 pm
1. APOLOGIES: Cllrs L Davies – unwell; P Davies, D Millington & S Rowlands - work commitments & M Jones – family matter.  Apologies accepted. 
2. PRESENT:  Cllrs B Nelson (Chairman), V Amos, C A Eade, J Guttridge, V McChesney & M Millington also SV Cllr C Wild and Mr R A Pittaway (Clerk).
3. DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS: None. 
4. REPORTS: Cllr C Wild outlined some of the measures SC is taking to reduce costs. Street lights will now run on reduced power and will be turned off at midnight unless otherwise advised by the Police.  The LJC will only meet twice yearly and procedures will need to be amended. 
5. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING on 11th July 2011 that had been circulated were amended to include Cllr Eade, accepted by all who were then present and signed by the Chairman.
6. ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

a) Splay work at Wroxeter x roads - 10a.  Cllr Nelson reported work will commence this autumn.
b) EH: car parking on agricultural land – 10b. Cllr Nelson reported that EH only used the alternative land when the need arose and will monitor the situation to see if an application for change of use is warranted.
c) EH: hedge cutting on road into Wroxeter – 10c. Cllr Nelson was pleased with the situation since the change of tenancy and will mention residents concerns to EH for the new tenant farmer.
d) Signing issues - 10d. The Clerk reported SC was unable to help so it was agreed to monitor the situation with a view to contacting The National Trust if the situation continued.  Cllr Nelson reported that EH were keen to comply with residents wishes and had removed some signs.
7. PLANNING MATTERS:

a) Application for the erection of an agricultural steel portal storage building at Fair View Farm, Wrekin Course by Mr Barnett. Circulated to Councillors and no comments received.
b) Application for a change of use Change & installation of a mezzanine floor at Unit 31 Atcham Business Park.  After some discussion it was agreed there were no comments for SC Planning.
8. FINANCE:
