Members considered the contents of the document and each of the policies as set out therein and made a number of amendments as follows:

Page 36 6.3 Amend to reflect that  Service 49 on a Saturday varies between every twenty minutes and hourly depending on the time of day. Add the last bus from Leicester is at 6.15pm.
Policy F6 - Heritage Map – Include all features listed in F6 on Heritage Map. Map lacks clarity due to size of heritage symbol/map scale.

Policy F9 – Housing Provision - delete the words “is at least 295 dwellings. This” from first paragraph.

Employment – Policies need to be formulated to deal with the following:

1. To ensure any new development only takes place in the area designated in the Local Plan and shown on the Policies Map.

2. To provide control over redevelopment of other employment sites in the village.

Policy F14 – Car Parking – Increase from three to four the minimum number of spaces for four-bedroom or larger dwellings.

Policy F15 – Community Facilities – Add to list “St Nicholas Church, Baptist Church, Hart of Fleckney Bowls Club, and Scout Hut”.

Policy F16 – Infrastructure – Add to 3. “community garden”. Add “5. Other community facilities”.

Policy F17 – Village Centre – First paragraph, second sentence after “that” insert “enhance what is already there and”.

Delete paragraph 3 in its entirety. 

Add new paragraph 3 “To maintain the vitality and viability of the Village Centre no development outside the Village Centre as defined on the Policies Map which will provide more than 100m2 of retail floor space will be supported.”

Appendix 3 – Change parking for “four or more bedroom dwellings” to “four” from “three”.
