091606 Planning applications  -  Erect single storey  and two storey rear extensions & garage to side garden area, 67 Firbeck Crescent – no comments

091608 Cemetery items from cemetery meeting and any other items :-

a. Memorial applications – Goulding kerb set - accepted
b. New Land – plans approved – awaiting price from A1
c. Cemetery Inspection – a meeting with rent a cut was to be arranged to go over details of maintenance etc.
d. Tree pollarding – M G Oates quote for works needed  -  a vote was taken with 4 for 3 against. It was accepted and A Lilley to ask for the works to be carried out.
091609 Reports from councillors:  - It was reported that ivy was encroaching on the pavement outside 37 Markham rd and there is overhanging vegetation at 6 Doncaster rd. A Lilley to report. Councillors went on to report that more and more shop owners were placing goods outside their premises which were causing an obstruction to pedestrians and that speeding in the village was also discussed as being a persistent problem. The Clerk to contact highways to ask for monitoring to occur. Cllr M Perry asked if we could get the benches on Doncaster Rd upgraded as they were rotten and also ask if we could have more positioned along the street. Councillors queried who was responsible for the upkeep of Grosvenor Rd (back of the shops) as this was overgrown sand in need of clearing. It was also reported that the access gate between the new Gleeson development and Grosvenor Rd had been locked and questions were asked as to who had done this and why.
