The meeting started at 7.30 pm. 4 members of the public were present and also there was representation from Delta Planning regarding the Prologis Park development.  Handouts were given to councillors re Appleby Lodge proposed development on the Westside of Wellingborough.  Planning application for the site to be lodged with WBC early next year.  Concern was raised by council regarding highways and the access around the ‘mad mile’ junction Sywell Road, however the developer stated that heavy traffic would be directed towards Wellingborough.  The junction may need to be improved and the developer with the highway authority would look at the traffic survey and assessment for that junction.  A45 Wilby Way will be improved by NCC Highways.  Traffic on the country roads is not encouraged.  The site would create a possibility of up to 2000 jobs. A visual impact assessment has also been carried out in conjunction with Conservation Officer at WBC for the planting of trees and shrubs and the encouragement of wildlife.  The Chair thanked the developers for attending the meeting.

To purchase flags but look into the cost of a good quality Union.
