	Local Councilors' Matters
	
Cllr Raey confirmed that a Community Boundary Review will be undertaken in the first phase. As part of this process, the Terms of Reference will also be reviewed, including an assessment of councillor representation across each area. Members agreed this would be an appropriate opportunity to consider any changes needed.
Highways – Seend Head
A resident had raised concerns regarding potholes at Seend Head, caused by water ingress. The Clerk reported that the potholes are scheduled to be filled in due course.
Planning – Gompall’s Application
It was noted that the Gompalls planning application has been resubmitted, and the Parish Council may wish to review and consider its representation.
Planning – Solar Farm at Pulshoot
Members were informed that the solar farm at Pulshoot has been approved by the Planning Committee. One condition of approval is that the draft management plan will be consulted on with parish councils.
Cllr William Lack commented that it was “outrageous” that the Wiltshire Council Landscape Officer did not attend the site visit. Cllr Raey confirmed she would raise this concern at Cabinet.
Bell Hill – Bollards
Residents raised concerns regarding the bollards at Bell Hill. The Clerk confirmed a request had already been submitted to Wiltshire Council, including a request for reflective bands.
Cllr Savage suggested placing a substantial flower basket in the area. A resident enquired whether two baskets could be installed.
Freight Review
A Wiltshire Council Freight Review is expected to be completed by the end of the year. Cllr Raey has requested to be involved in these meetings.
LHFIG Requests
Cllr Raey reported that she had been in discussion with the Chair regarding LHFIG (Local Highways and Footpaths Improvement Group) requests.
