Reports from Members:  Cllr Motley reported that Philip Dunne was no longer Minister 
of State for Health following the cabinet reshuffle.  Recent budget discussions at Shropshire Council had saved The Community Engagement Team for 2018/19 but better plans needed to be in place for the future.  The Local Financial settlement was better than expected and one external grant would continue for another year.  A meeting planned for Monday with the new minister Rishi Sunack (parliamentary under secretary of state) looked hopeful.  The result of Shropshire Councils consultation into parking charging had been delayed and should be available next week.  LEADER work had become more complex administratively due to Brexit.  It looked likely that the whole of the Maintenance Grant would be lost for this financial year and Council Tax would be rising to help with a rising Social Care budget.  Cllr Motley also advised the Parish Council to wait for further news on the new Data Protection Regulations before putting any plans in place as the situation was still developing.
6.1 Other Reports.  It was reported that the Village Hall committee was due to hold a 

20th Anniversary event on 17th February 2018.  Cllr’s and partners were invited plus others. £2.50 a head with £7.50 being subsidized by the Village Hall.
