Minutes of the Ordinary Council Meeting of Lilleshall Parish Council 
held at 7.00pm, Monday 7th December 2015, at Lilleshall Memorial Hall.
PRESENT:  Councillors: A Baker (Chairman), C Baker, K Cherrington, D Shaw, B Taylor and J Taylor.

1. Welcome and Apologie
Councillor A Baker welcomed all present. 
2. Apologies
Proposed by Councillor C Baker, Seconded by Councillor Taylor
RESOLVED that the Council accept the apology of Councillor Millard.
3. Declaration of Interest
None.

4. Public Session
None
5. Previous Minutes
Proposed by Councillor Cherrington, Seconded by Councillor C Baker.
RESOLVED that the Committee agreed to accept the minutes of the Parish Council meeting on the 2nd November 2015.

6. Matters arising from previous minutes
The Chairman confirmed that the Christmas lights had been put up over two Saturday’s and 
thanked everyone for their help.
The Parish Council sign for the allotments is currently being amended now that Lilleshall has separated from Donnington and Muxton Parish Council.

7. Defibrillator in Lilleshall
[bookmark: _GoBack]A presentation was given by Russell Brookes, First Responder regarding providing a defibrillator for Lilleshall village following a fund raising campaign by Hattie Smith from Lilleshall Pre-School.         Mr Brooks explained that a defibrillator is available but needs a power supply and various locations were discussed. It was suggested that the Youth Building would be a suitable location and Councillor A. Baker said that he would contact the Treasurer of the Youth Building to obtain permission to mount the defibrillator on the Youth building. 
Mr Brooks updated that training is available free of charge and Councillor A Baker  volunteered to look at possible dates for training and get back to Mr Brooks with list of proposed dates.
8. Grants

Lilleshall Pre-School              Request for £100
Grant requested for contribution to put towards purchasing a dishwasher to clean the children’s cups and bowls effectively.

Proposed by Councillor C Baker, Seconded by Councillor Shaw.
RESOLVED that the Committee agreed to grant £100 to Lilleshall Pre-School to purchase a dishwasher, subject to a copy of the accounts being submitted to the Clerk.

9. Tennis Pavilion 
i) The Chairman asked that the Committee agree a maintenance programme for the tennis pavilion, as the building is owned by the Parish Council and it has a responsibility to keep the building in a good state of repair.   The Chairman produced a quote from a local property repair company for maintenance work to be carried out.  Councillor J Taylor suggested that the Parish Council apply for a grant for the work to be carried out.  The Clerk pointed out that due to the cost of the work 3 quotes should be obtained for the Committee to consider.
                            The Clerk was tasked to obtain 3 quotes from local companies to include the quote already 
              obtained and that the quotes should include a breakdown of costs so that the work can be  
              completed as part of an ongoing maintenance programme.  The Committee to review   
              quotations provided at the next meeting.
ii) The Clerk read out a letter she had received from Ian Sadler, Chairman of Lilleshall Tennis Club to request the felling of 9 no. mature sycamore trees surrounding the tennis courts to make the tennis courts safer to use in the autumn and eliminate problems caused by falling leaves.  Councillors had a short discussion about the problems the tennis club have   experienced by falling leaves and felt that the matter needed further investigation.
               Proposed by Councillor C Baker, Seconded by Councillor Shaw.
RESOLVED that the Committee agreed to defer the item to the next Council Meeting to allow      
Councillors time to have a look at the site as they were unhappy with felling the trees and some were on neighbouring land and the landowner has no wish to fell the trees. 
10. Bus Shelters
The chairman has asked a local property repair company to quote for the repair of the floor tiles in bus shelters as reported by T.W.S. and is awaiting a quote.

11. Street Lighting

The Clerk gave an update on a meeting she had attended with Amanda Roberts from Telford and Wrekin Borough Council.  The Borough Council are currently undergoing a procurement process  for a street lighting replacement programme and wanted to know what work the Parish Council wanted to be completed in this financial year or whether to wait until the procurement process had been completed.  Amanda Roberts has agreed to attend the February Parish Council meeting to give a progress report.  Councillors agreed that the £7650 agreed for the street lighting replacement programme should continue to be ring fenced for this financial year.






12. Lubstree Farm

Councillor C Baker gave an update on the proposed development for 900 houses, a health centre and school at Lubstree Farm by Gladman Developments and has been liaising with Borough Councillor Andrew Eade on the proposed planning application. The Humbers Residents Group were invited to attend the meeting, as the Council will support them to fight any proposal received and Councillor C Baker will circulate any documents she obtains once a planning application has been received.

13. Lilleshall Neighbourhood Plan

Councillor Shaw gave an update following a meeting he and Phillip Hawkins had attended with Telford and Wrekin Planning Department on the 11th November and confirmed that the Parish Boundary has now been established and made clear that plans proposed for Lubstree Farm and Station Road developments  will not be included in the plan.
 
A 2nd meeting took place with Telford & Wrekin Council Planners to determine the Lilleshall Gap, which will cover 3 areas including the wield and the forest.  Vincent Marr has now brought in a consultant to look at the ‘Strategic Landscape’.
Councillor Shaw reported that footpaths have been inspected and budget sheets have been prepared for the cost of repairs. Councillor Shaw asked that when residents are out walking, to notify him of any problems with the paths so that they can be included into the programme.
Problems with a sink hole appearing at the quarry were discussed.  The owner is not currently available, but has been offered financial support from the Woodlands Trust and signs are up to say that part of Hutchinson Way is closed.
Councillors and residents thanked Councillor Shaw for all his hard work on the Neighbourhood Plan.

14. Finance
The Cheque List and Bank Reconciliation for October 2015 were not available due to computer problems but will be circulated at a later date.

15. Precept for Year 2016 – 2017

Proposed by Councillor C Baker, Seconded by Councillor Shaw.
RESOLVED that the Committee agreed to accept Precept for next financial year 2016 – 2017, which will remain the same as the previous financial year.

16. Meeting Dates for 2016

Proposed by Councillor Shaw, Seconded by Councillor Cherrington.
RESOLVED that the Committee agreed the list of dates for Council meetings in 2016.

17. Correspondence

The Clerk updated that the correspondence had been received from SALC offering a website training course on the 18th December 2015 at a cost of £30 and wished to attend.
The Chairman said that responsibility for the website had been delegated to Councillor Cherrington as she had volunteered to spend time looking at website options so the course wouldn’t be necessary at present. 

The Committee thanked Pauline Coffey for her work in designing a logo for the new Council which will now be included on all correspondence.
