C) LVHMC, Mrs. M Merrills, report – Mrs Merrills reported that the committee were seeking advice on the eaves of the hall as concrete had dropped out. Mrs Merrills also reported that the management committee had discussed the request for the youth bus to park in the village hall car park on a Tuesday evening, they had decided against allowing it there as the hall is already hired out on that night and the hirer needs access to the car park etc.

022003 Minutes of previous meetings passed as a true record. Meeting and any sub committees. – the minutes were proposed by Cllr K Walker and seconded by Cllr G Coe, Cllr M Merrills duly signed them.

022005 Any nominations and applications for Hodsock/ Langold – none
022006 Neighbourhood plan - the neighbourhood plan is now with district for consultation to take place.
022007 Planning applications - Land adjacent to 3 Laburnham Rd Langold – the council did not have any objections to this proposal, there was enough access to the property and shouldn’t cause any issues with blocking roads etc.
