               3. This property stands within the conservation area and it is felt that 

               this application does not enhance or conserve the special character 

               of the areas historic and built environment. This is in contravention

               of DM11 of the IW Council’s Island Plan (2012)
               4. The members also expressed concern over the potential depth of 

               the basement, due to the many springs and wells in Seaview.

Crossing Patrol at Nettlestone Primary School:

This item was held over from the last meeting for further consideration. The only new information received was a letter received by the Parish Council from the Chairman of the School governors explaining their reasoning for not funding it. There was a lengthy discussion but a resolution was no possible as there was some degree of indecision. This item will be discussed again at the meeting in July at which a final resolution/decision will need to be made.

IW Council Parking Consultation:
The Clerk circulated the above report to members. 
Resolved:
Following discussions it was unanimously agreed to submit the following response to the consultation:
1. There is no provision made for a park and ride scheme to service the larger towns.

2. There is no option expressed to discuss the devolution of car parks to Town and Parish councils as the IW Council has done with other services and they should be encouraged to enter into negotiations.
3. Pier Road should not be classed as a short term car park.

4. Puckpool Park is not in Ryde but is in the Parish of Nettlestone and Seaview.
