Minutes of the meeting of High & Low Worsall Parish Council held in Worsall Village Hall on Thursday 21st January 2016.

Present  Cllr Alderson(Chair), Cllrs Saunders, Rubin, Bainbridge, Robinson, DC Watson, PCSO Walshaw, 3 members of public and Clerk.

Apologies  Cllr Evans.
Minutes  The minutes of the previous meeting were taken as a true record, unanimously approved and signed.

Police Report  It was agreed that PCSO Walshaw should give his report before commencing the agenda items.  He reported there had been 2 anti-social behaviour incidents in the Low Worsall area during December, but there were 0 reports of any other crimes.  He stated that he is to move to another area but the reports will continue to be sent to the Clerk and his replacement will attend meetings when able.  The Chair thanked him for coming to give his report.

Matters arising from the minutes of the previous meeting
Goal Posts Village Green  Cllr Bainbridge reported there was ongoing discussion about size of the replacement posts and that the Village Society will now contribute £500 towards replacement goal posts with possibly any shortfall coming from a donation from the footballers.  
Gulleys Village Road  The Clerk continues to be in contact with NYCC to try to resolve the problem soon, she reported the work is scheduled for this month.

Local Plan  Cllr Rubin gave a short report on the meeting she had attended with Cllr Saunders.  The plan is to be implemented in 2017, an ‘Issues and Options Consultation” online questionnaire can be completed by Friday 19th February 2016.  The Council are looking towards growth areas around 5 major towns, Thirsk, Bedale, Stokesley, Nothallerton and Easingwold.  The areas of include supporting economic and housing growth, managing environment, transport improvement and creating better places.  There is some public support for new towns but this is not something the Council would look favourably on.  Low Worsall is in the other settlement category, not meeting sustainability requirements.

Matters Arising

A.O.B. Discussions/Planning Application Procedures  The Chair reported that a reply was received from YLCA and that decisions could not be made under agenda item A.O.B.  Planning applications continue to arrive too late to be included in the agenda for the next meeting, the latest received today with comments required 8th February.  He reported that he had been in discussion with Mr Harbottle, Head of Planning at Hambleton DC who had replied to the PC’s letter dated 11th December by email within the last 2 hours.

Mr P Lancaster Churchfields Piersburgh Lane Low Worsall Construction of a single dwelling  Cllr Bainbridge stated he did not want to be included in the decision. Following some discussion it was agreed the PC are not inclined to support the application until such time as the access to the site has been resolved.  It was also noted that Cllr Evans had, to date, not received a reply to his email of 12.12.15 raising concerns about the access included in the ‘Design and Access Statement” accompanying the application.

Mr Peckover 2 Ashtree Cottages Low Worsall Retrospective planning application for extension to the front  No objections.

Precept  The Clerk reported she had received an email from Mr Godfrey.

VAT  The Clerk has applied for £208 being VAT paid by the PC 2015/16.

A.O.B.  Some discussion took place between the members of the public present and the Cllrs regarding the amount of building taking place along the B1264 regarding the impact extra traffic would have, the Cllrs had written to Stockton BC stating their concerns. The members of the public were also concerned about the proposed building within the village.
