Bluefield Solar farm

Alison Shaw, Keith Reeves and Susan Mather had a meeting with Bluefield Solar
(airfield Solar farm) about the construction of Phase 2 on 21st November.

HGVs will be side curtain type they will come off the B1149, then to and from the site.
Port being used for solar panel deliveries will be either port of London or Felixstowe.
Construction hours of work 07.30am-17.30pm Mon-Fri

Sat 08.00am -12pm No Sunday or bank holidays

Wildflowers will be sown on edge of site

There is a query about whether there will be grazing sheep as site may be too small.
The earthing issues which occurred with Phase 1 can be resolved for Phase 2.

Zara who is an environmentalist with the company can attend PC meetings to give
update on wildlife as well as an opportunity for site visits.

The Phase 2 site was pre sown 1 year ago.

Start date Dec/January

Peak period will be Feb/March

There will be lighting during construction, however once built HSE lighting only at the
infrastructure cabins only and will be downlighting

Project team will contact PC with regular updates.

Bluefield Solar were not aware of the proposed AD, which would be next to the solar
farm site.

Bluestone solar (AKA Docking Farm Solar)

Work appears to have started on the solar farm

BT have installed cables

The entrance and exit have seen works being carried out.

Had to contact NCC Highways as the road was in a bad state, slippery.

Traffic lights were removed when work finished at 4pm.

NCC Highways said the traffic lights should be in place for the entirety of the works.
Road does look clearer, seen workmen sweeping the road and | believe traffic lights
are now in place.

Bluefield Solar were not aware of the construction work being carried out on the
southern end of The Street.

They will try to establish a contact with the developer.

The Chair has tried to contact METKA EGN, now known as METLEN EGN, but have
had no reply.

RWE Norfolk Vanguard

The ducting phase of the cable route is now complete; the haul roads have been
installed along the cable route.

The cable pulling phase will start for Norfolk Vanguard West in 2026.
