155/24	To receive reports from NCC and NSDC Councillors
Roger Jackson reported that Notts County Council had balanced its budget with a 4.9% increase in council tax. £70million has been allocated for road repairs and funding for the major A614/A6097 road project involving changes to 6 roundabouts from Ollerton roundabout and filtering down to Lowdham roundabout has been confirmed. Our contact for cemetery and chapel field at NSDC had left. Clerk had noted she had been in contact with the replacement who would like to walk around and understand what is required.

Mill Farm enforcement outcome was discussed following report by Roger Jackson. Apart from some minor points the hearing of the appeal against the enforcement notices did not result in a clear result on the main issues concerning change of use and some of the associated infrastructure; planning permission was not granted for a change of use but (due to a mix of legal reasons) were the main enforcement notices upheld. The council will need to decide whether it proceeds with enforcement action. 


158/24 To receive an update on Village Hall matters and note any necessary actions.
a.	To note latest bank reconciliation- £20,605.18 in current account noted that caretaking, booking and cleaning invoices paid for contractors.
b.	To consider actions related to Caretaking and Maintenance. Noted that the hall had been redecorated throughout (cost £1275) and that the carpet had been replaced in the Minkley Room and hallway at a cost of £2085.45 plus VAT.
c.	To consider remedial actions: JG reported about the grating at the front door (there had been at least two observed incidents of heels getting stuck in the grating causing a stumble). This is a ventilation grate as opposed to drainage. JG had cleared it out. Unfortunately no “standard” grating was available but JG contacting David Yates who is providing a replacement.
d. 	To arrange a VH finance meeting: to be arranged at March meeting.
