7.	Report from Dorset Councillor
-Following a full OFSTED report Dorset Council Children’s services have received a good Ofsted report.
-A new head teacher has been appointed and the first cohort of SEND children will be attending the now Coombe House School, (formerly St Mary’s School) this year.
-Highways have continued working to repair roads throughout the pandemic, many roads are in better repair now and work on this will continue.
-The draft Dorset wide Local Plan is being prepared for consultation in May 2022 and then submission to the Planning Inspectorate for public examination by October 2022. The Local plan is important as it will outline and underpin planning strategies and policies for the next 17 years.   
-DC to co-ordinate and assist villages in lighting beacons on high points of the county to celebrate the Queens Platinum Jubilee in June. The date for the Beacon lighting and further details will follow.
-Cllr Marks raised the issue that he had trouble paying for carparking as he does not have a smart phone and the machine was not accepting cash. Cllr Jespersen said there had been an issue with cash payments in the machine which she though had been resolved- she will look further into this matter.
