1. Apologies and approval of absences: Cllr Jarred welcomed everyone present and thanked them for attending the meeting. 
Apologies were received from Cllr Williams .

2. Declarations of interest: Cllr Vurley disclosed if Grants were to be discussed she had interests with FONC.

3. Minutes of previous meetings: The minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 7th December 2025 was approved as true a record, proposed by Cllr Delf, seconded by Cllr Plumptre Signed by the Chairperson.

4. Review of Previous Action Points:  
· Pond/Play Area/Phone box; KCC with respect to pond to be checked and review with camera survey (suspect blocked/silted drainage) AP 2025/09_3 Cllr Jarred still pursuing
· Pond – work in progress; village Pond Clearance day set for Saturday 7th February..
· Play Area – PC still searching for contractors for repair of surface and faulty equipment, current quotations are expensive (£11.5K and £8K to date) so a review of works required. AP 2025/09_5
· Phonebox – is not listed and confirmed by DDC. Clerk identified paint refurb kit for £127 + vat. Cllr Jarred to explore local contractor to undertake works. AP 2025/09_4
· Website -  New website is within design stage with Aubergine, payment and contract secured. Estimated timeline is 2 months to migrate data across with new design. New design will only be live once tested and old website then will be terminated. AP 2025/11_1
· SID Camera – Clerk arranged collection by supplier from Cllr Williams. AP 2025/12_1
· Speedwatch – Still require further volunteers; Nicola and Cllr Williams have volunteered. AP 2025/11_2
· Parish Council Leaflets – leaflets have been posted through doors around the village, spares if required. Parish Council requests feedback on content and possible improvements from villagers.

5. Public Forum: 
Members of the Public in attendance were afforded the opportunity to ask a question or make a statement.
· Road calming status, was mentioned seen in other villages rumble strips with solar powered lighting. An example in Feldenden Lane, Deal  where no streetlights exist on a  chicane. AP 2026/01_1 Cllr Jarred and Cllr Porter to raise issue with Lausanne
· Litter around village; ½ bottle vodka bottles, dog poo bags and nappies strewn across fields. John Garcia highlighted some councils such as Cotswolds search dumped rubbish for receipts or other identifying items to bring about prosecution. Mr Garcia has contacted DDC to encourage such process to be adopted.
· Potholes within local area was raised as one parishioner experienced 2 flat tyres after hitting one, state and quality of repairs to be raised meeting with Highways.
· Hedge outside Keith Luckhurst is impacting visibility up and down street. AP 2026/02_1 Cllr Jarred to contact Mt Luckhurst and explore if can trimmed at angle to improve visibility.
