The main church building is open for services, cleaning, meetings etc. Please contact the 
churchwardens at other times for a key if you would like to visit. 
Church service times are on the noticeboards by the porch door, on the larger board by 
the bench on the roadside and outside the village hall in Grafty Green. 
Celtic Morning Prayer is said in the side chapel each Monday 9-9.30am. A very relaxed 
and informal time to think and pray for our communities, world problems, events, our 
friends and families and any who may need our thoughts and prayers at this time. If you 
have any prayer requests, please contact Rev. John Huggins or the churchwardens. There 
will shortly be a box in the porch with a pen and paper if you would prefer to write a 
request and it will be read, and prayers said, during the following Monday Morning 
Prayer time. 
 
Village Coffee Morning is held every Tuesday from 11.30-2pm in the village hall in Grafty 
Green. The Post Office is open the same day from 12.45-2.15pm, there are various stalls 
each week too. To find our more, just come along and enjoy coffee/tea and cakes, as 
well as good company. It is definitely the place to be, and be seen, on a Tuesday 
morning!! 
As always any donations received are shared equally between the church and a charity 
chosen by the coffee morning regulars. Last month £250 was sent to the Disaster 
Emergency Fund for aid to Morocco and Libya. We hear very little of the crises in these 
countries now, as the horrors of the conflict between Israel and Hamas dominates our 
news.  
Harvest Supper was much appreciated by all who came along. Again, a relaxing evening, 
with a very good meal. Many thanks to all the cooks and helpers, their food was 
delicious. Thanks to Angela who sourced the recipe for the casseroles, and for bringing 
the lovely grandchildren along too! We hope more families of all ages will join us in 
future. 



Must give a big thank-you to the Craft Club, who gave up their Friday morning session 
and to those who came along with greenery, fruit, vegetables and flowers to make the 
many decorations for the supper in the Hall next day. We were a bit daunted as Sandra 
was unable to guide us this time, but as always the Hall looked amazing, especially by the 
time others had draped greenery around the walls etc. thanks to everyone. 
Finally, £260 were raised for church funds. Again, thank you. 
Harvest Festival in the church on Sunday 8th October. A quick turn-around with the Hall 
decorations, as they were removed after the Supper and taken to decorate St.Nicolas the 
next day. The Goodwin family were absolute stars! The produce brought by so many 
made an extra generous feel to the occasion. As usual the non-perishable goods were 
taken to the food bank in Lenham church. The perishable foods, cakes etc. were 
auctioned off while we sat with tea and cakes. Kenneth made a very successful 
auctioneer, ably encouraging people to empty their pockets and purses to bid for the 
goods! The church treasurer was able to send £200 from the auction to Demelza House, 
to support their work for children with cancer and their families. 

Wotton family descendants visited the church two weeks ago, with 
fresh information. They brought a beautiful, clear family tree to follow. Sir Walter Raleigh 
was a known associate of ‘our’ Sir Edward and Sir Henry Wotton. Their family tree shows 
that not only were they close friends, but that Sir Henry Wotton was his brother-in-law! 
Sir Henry’s wife was Lady Jane Throckmorton, her younger sister, Lady Elizabeth 
Throckmorton was the wife of Sir Walter Raleigh! The visiting family are direct 
descendants of Sir Henry and Lady Jane Wotton’s only son William. So the information 
goes on! 
Winter Fair 18th/19th November. We are looking forward to having a stall each day that 
weekend, always good to catch up with friends. Panic beginning to set in, but the Craft 
Club members are full of ideas. All will be well!

These are simple to make and can be quite addictive. Choose the strength of the hot 
sauce in the dip to suit your own taste. I would add a little at a time until you get the 
spice that is right for you. These are also perfect to make in an air fryer, as the 
outside becomes nice and crispy. 

 

SPICEY CHICKEN MEATBALLS WITH SPICY MAYO DIP 
 

For the Meatballs: 
1 tablespoon of vegetable oil 
1 lb of minced chicken 
1 large egg 
½ cup of freshly grated Parmesan 
¼ cup of panko breadcrumbs 
2 tablespoons of soy sauce  
3 cloves of garlic, minced 
1 teaspoon of ground cumin 
A pinch of salt 

Freshly ground black pepper  
Crushed red pepper flakes 
 
For the Dipping Sauce: 
½ cup of mayonnaise 
2 tablespoons of hot sauce (such as 
Nando’s Piri Piri) 
2 teaspoons of clear honey 
½ teaspoon of ground cumin 

 

Oven Method: 
1. Preheat oven to 180° and grease a large baking sheet with vegetable oil.  
2. In a large bowl, combine the chicken, egg, Parmesan, breadcrumbs, soy sauce, 
garlic, and cumin. Season with salt, pepper, and a pinch of red pepper flakes. Roll 
mixture into 16 meatballs and place on prepared baking sheet. 
3. Bake until golden and cooked through, about 15 minutes.  
 
Air Fryer Method: 

1. In a large bowl, combine chicken, egg, Parmesan, panko, soy sauce, garlic, and 
cumin. Season with salt, pepper, and a pinch of red pepper flakes. Roll mixture into 
16 meatballs.  
2. Working in batches, place the meatballs in the basket of the air fryer in a single 
layer. Bake at 180° until golden and cooked through, 12 minutes, flipping halfway 
through.   
 
For the Dipping Sauce:- 

1. In a medium bowl, combine the mayonnaise, hot sauce, honey, and cumin and mix 

well.

Christian Message November 2023 – Showing Mercy 

The story of ‘The Good Samaritan’ (Luke 10:25-37) is one of the best known of all of Jesus’ 
parables. The impact of the parable can be seen in our vocabulary as you may hear someone 
described as ‘a good Samaritan’. Or you may be familiar with the charity ‘Samaritans’ which 
provides such excellent support to those who need a listening ear. 
 
In the parable, a man is on a journey when he is attacked, robbed and left for dead. Two 
different men walk past whom we would expect to help him but they do not. Instead, he is 
bandaged and cared for by a Samaritan. This would have been a great shock and very 
provocative to Jesus’ listeners who had a long-standing dislike and distrust of those who 
came from Samaria. 
 
At the beginning of the passage, Jesus affirms that we are to love our neighbour. This parable, 
then, stems from Jesus being asked about who we are to consider our neighbour. As Jesus 
concludes the parable, He then poses a question of his own: 

“Which of these three do you think was a neighbour to the man who fell into the hands of 
robbers?” 

The expert in the law replied, “The one who had mercy on him.” 

Jesus told him, “Go and do likewise.” 

So, in talking about loving our neighbour, Jesus challenges us not just with who we ought to 
love but also how we show that love. We are told to show mercy. 
 
We live in a time in which, particularly on social media, it is quick and easy to pass judgement. 
All of us struggle with the temptation to criticise others and write them off when they fall 
short of our expectations. 
 
The beauty of the Christian message is that God never wrote us off. Despite our failures and 
shortcomings, the Bible declares in Lamentations 3:22-23: 
 
The steadfast love of the Lord never ceases; his mercies never come to an end; they are 
new every morning; great is your faithfulness. 
 
What wonderful news that every day we can receive afresh the mercy of God! The 
exhortation of Jesus is that, as people who have received great mercy, we would express that 
to ‘our neighbour’. Perhaps someone immediately springs to mind that you know you can 
show mercy to? Inspired by the mercy we can receive from God, let us be those who love our 
neighbour by showing mercy to those around us.
