	The biodiversity of the green spaces managed by the PC are continuing improve with a 	steady increase in wildflowers, especially around the pocket orchards. 
	A copper beech has been planted with a commemorative stone for the Queens canopy 	in the orchard on Alcester Road near to the High House Lane Turning.
	The condition of the roads I believe is slowly deteriorating with surface cracks and 	potholes appearing everywhere. Sweeping of the kerbs along many roads is no existent 	blocking drains and some residents have again raised concerns about the number and 	speed of vehicles using the parish roads. The situation is being monitored where 	possible by our local policing team.
