17.39.  Welcome and public session. 
The Chairman moved to the next item of business as no Parishioners were present.
17.40. To receive apologies for absence and the necessary approval:
Cllr. Mr Steve Lewis (holiday), Cllr Mrs Stephanie Henney (family commitments) and Corporal Neil Conaghan (RAF Shawbury) the apologies were approved .
17.41. To receive Declarations of Interest from Members of the Parish Council

Cllr. Kevin Brazier and Cllr Mrs Jane Harris, items related to the Inn at Grinshill.
17.42. To approve the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held the 15/05/17
Councillor Wycherley proposed and Councillor Jones seconded and the Parish Council agreed the minutes unanimously subject to the following alteration to minute 17.17 to read, ‘two of the three candidates were in attendance, all three were considered on their applications. The Parish Council then co-opted Stephanie Henney.’ The Chairman then duly signed the minutes in the presence of Councillors. 
17.43. Matters arising from minutes not on the agenda:
1. c/f: Cllr. A Burr to resolve a specialist inspection of the Jubilee Oak by a person qualified in arboriculture by year end (March 2017). 
2. Clive and Grinshill Village Newsletter Reporter – Mr Graham Bould (Clerk) was nominated in his absence the role has know been accepted.
3. Highways Co-ordinator – Cllr A Burr and Cllr K Brazier agreed to undertake this role. 
17.44. Community Plan update:
The Parish Council agreed to deal with the Community Plan in two parts, this part and a part two as an exempted item to discuss the ongoing engagement with reference to the Inn at Grinshill. A finial ‘drop in session’ is still to be organised to follow up and feedback, with the potential of a ‘rap up’ sub-committee meeting at the end of September 2017. An additional resource is possibly available via Shropshire Council to help with the presentation of the plans findings, this is being pursued and once completed will end the two year process. The issue of ‘clustering’ with neighbouring Parishes has still to be developed in order to complete the full draft for handover.

· Memorial on the new bench at the bus stop, the Clerk to write to the family concerned.

· Wall on the Corbett Estate, the Clerk to write to Tim Perkins

· Sansaw Road, Grinshill to Clive, very muddy, sign buried in the hedge, Cllr. A Burr to follow up.

· Agreed that Representatives from the two Estates be invited to future meetings, the Clerk to initiate contact.
