> HOTHFIELD in 1798

Hothfield is the next parish northward from Great Chart, and is so called from the bothe, or heath within it. The greatest part of
this parish lies within the hundred of Chart and Longbridge, and the remainder in that of Calehill. It is in the division of East Kent.

THE PARISH of Hothfield lies a little more than two miles from Ashford north-westward, the high road from which towards
Lenham and Maidstone goes through it over Hothfield heath. It contains about 1250 acres, and fifty houses, the rents of it are
about 1300l. per annum. It is not a pleasant, nor is it accounted a healthy situation, owing probably to the many low and watery
lands in and about it. The river Stour, which rises at Lenham, runs along the southern side of the parish, which is watered likewise
by several small streams, which rise about Charing and Westwell, from under the chalk hills, and join the Stour here. The heath,
which contains near one half of the parish, consists mostly of a deep sand, and has much peat on it, which is continually dug by the
poor for firing. On the east and west sides of the heath, the latter being called West-street, are two hamlets of houses, which
form the scattered village of Hothfield. The Place-house stands on a hill, at a small distance from the corner of the heath
southward, with some small plantations of trees about it, forming a principal object to the country round it. It is a square mansion,
built of Portland stone, by the late earl of Thanet, on the site of the antient mansion, close to the church; it has a good prospect
round it. The adjoining grass grounds are extensive, and well laid out for the view over them; the water, which rises at no great
distance from the house, becomes very soon a tolerable sized stream, and running on in sight of it, joins the Stour a little above
Worting mill; these grass lands are fertile and good fatting land, like those mentioned before, near Godington, in Great Chart. The
parsonage house, which is a neat dwelling of white stucco, stands at the southern corner of the heath, at the foot of the hill,
adjoining the Place grounds, near West-street. Between the heath and Potter's corner, towards Ashford, the soil begins to
approach much of the quarry stone. Though the land in the parish is naturally poor, it is rendered productive by the chalk and lime
procured from the down hills. The inhabitants have an unlimited right of commoning with those of the adjoining parish of
Westwell, to upwards of five hundred acres of common, which affords them the means of keeping a cow and their poultry, which,
with the liberty of digging peat, draws a number of certificated poor to reside here. There is not one dissenter in the parish. Jack
Cade, the noted rebel, in Henry the Vl.th's reign, though generally supposed to be taken by Alexander Iden, esq. the sheriff, in a
field belonging to Ripple manor, in the adjoining parish of Westwell, was discovered, as some say, in a field in this parish, still
named from him, Jack Cade's field, now laid open with the rest of the grounds adjoining to Hothfield place.

The plant caryophyllata montena, or water avens, which is a very uncommon one, grows in a wood near Barber's

hill, in this parish

HOTHFIELD HEATHLANDS IN MAY

Precious Peatlands at
Hothfield Heathlands

We have successfully ap-
plied for funds, to carry out

conservation management
and access improvement
works across Hothfield

Heathlands. The main aim of
the ‘Precious Peatlands’ pro-
ject will be the restoration of
peat bog, which is important
for its ability to act as a car-
bon store, and provides es-
sential habitat for a wide
range of wildlife species that
depend upon it.

The Precious Peatland pro-
ject has been funded by an
anonymous donor, with addi-
tional generous support from
Ashford Borough Council and
the Rural Payments Agency.

e Over the next two years
we intend to carry out work
that will:

e Improve access on key
paths and routes through-
out the reserve.

e We will be improving the
condition of key paths
around Hothfield Heath-
lands. This includes raising
heights of paths, especially
those prone to water-
logging and erosion.

e In addition to the ‘Precious

wildlife

Trust

Peatlands’ project, we are
delivering access works paid
for by Ashford Borough
Council. This work will be
completed by October
2022, and involves the crea-
tion of an all-weather acces-
sible path through The Tri-
angle and further improve-
ment to pedestrian routes
within the main reserve.

e Restore and improve areas
of nationally important peat
bog and heathland.

e The nationally scarce bog
and heathland habitats at
Hothfield are constantly
threatened by vigorous scrub
growth. This scrub shades
out species like heath-spotted
orchids, sundew and bog as-
phodel, and removes thou-
sands of gallons of water,
drying up the bogs.
e We will be removing scrub,
mostly with our fantastic vol-
unteer team, but also with
support from larger machin-
ery to help us with the tough-
er areas.

e We will also install water

control features, such as

bunds and dams, to prevent
bog habitat from drying out.

e Realign fencing across the

site. (see map opposite)

In line with our vision for a
Wilder Kent we will be mov-

ing towards a Wilding ap-
proach at Hothfield Heath-
lands. Our cattle and ponies
are a familiar feature of the
reserve, and our intention is
to reposition the fencing to
allow them more freedom to
behave naturally. By remov-
ing fencing, we allow the
livestock to choose where
and when they graze, wal-
lowing in mud when hot and
eating the juiciest leaves.
There are many benefits to
Wildling, another being the
ability of cattle to transport
seeds across the site, en-
couraging the spread of na-
tionally rare plants. We will
also be installing new fencing,
creating areas where wildlife
can exist free from human
disturbance.

The renewal and reposi-
tioning of 2km of fencing will
support this, improving the
efficiency of our conservation
grazing at the reserve.

Wider Landscape
and Connectivity

Work will improve the
condition of the existing 5.5
hectares of acid bog and peat
fen, and provide the oppor-
tunity for expansion of wet-
land areas across the reserve

up to 10 hectares.

In enhancing the wetland
and bog habitat at Hothfield,
the project will boost biodi-
versity and support the
myriad of wildlife species,
from insects to breeding
birds, that can be found
across Hothfield’s 86 hec-
tares. Kent Wildlife Trust
also manage Ashford War-
ren and Heath Countryside
Corridor sites (within two
and five miles, respectively
of Hothfield Heathlands),
which also feature acid
grassland, helping to main-
tain these fragmented sites
as havens for wildlife in the
busy southeast.

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Wilding options across
Hothfield Heathlands
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A visit to Hothfield Heathlands is a visit to one of the last remaining heathlands in Kent. After
walking through a narrow canopy of broadleaved trees, you break through to reveal the wide-
open landscape of Hothfield Heathlands. The spring will bring with it the fresh green growth of
heather, gorse and a myriad of tiny plants.

The coconut-scented gorse bushes provide the perfect perch for many bird species, Yellow-
hammers, White-throat and Willow Warblers all sing boldly from these prickly bushes. Make sure
you keep an eye on the floor too, the finger-sized holes of the minotaur beetle are scattered
liberally across the bare ground, while the metallic Green Tiger Beetle will be buzzing vigorous-
ly around your feet.

A series of waymarked paths allows you to explore most of this unique site, with boardwalks
allowing access to some of the wettest parts of the reserve. These wet bogs are home to a
wonderful collection of rare plants, many of whom are found only at Hothfield. Carnivorous
Round Leaved Sundew, cotton grass, bog asphodel and heath spotted orchids are amongst
the most dramatic.

The reserve is managed by Kent Wildlife Trust on behalf of Ashford Borough Council.
