Signs

Where possible, A-frame signs warning of the possibility of slippery conditions will be kept
in the container and put out in the carpark by the Groundkeeper as deemed appropriate.

Grit/salt and clearance of snow and ice

In accordance with advice from Speldhurst Parish Council’s insurer, the parish council will
not attempt to clear any snow or ice which includes not keeping stocks of or laying any grit
or salt.

Take due care

The presence of snow and ice presents health and safety risks, as the potential for slips, trips
and falls increases significantly. It is important for all persons on Council property to adhere
to common sense protocols such as:

- Walk don’t run

- Wear footwear with non-slip sole

- Try where possible to leave hands free to aid balance and/or in the event of a fall you
will be able to minimise the effect of a slip, trip or fall

- Allow more time for your journey

- Be mindful of slipping while walking, using ramps and steps
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
