006/20 Planning 
(a) Planning Applications Received:
WP/19/00715/FUL – proposed single storey flat roof extension to replace existing conservatory and part conversion of garage – 8 St Crispins Road.
WP/19/00726/FUL – garage conversion with addition of first storey and single storey rear extension to create 1 bedroom with amenity space – 6 North Road
Following discussion, it was agreed to request a site visit on application WP/19/00726/FUL, due to the loss of amenity and pressure on on-street parking in the area.  No comments were required on the other application received.

007/20 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – Supt Murray and PS Desrochers from Northamptonshire Police attended to speak to the Parish Council.  Supt Murray talked about some of the policing initiatives in Northants, and some of the successes.  It was noted that Operation Crooked focuses on burglaries and it is anticipated that there will be a projected 36% reduction by the end of the financial year.  Supt Murray advised that officers now spend 70% of their time out in the community and agreed to provide data relating to police time spent in Earls Barton.  He also talked about work around domestic violence.  PS Desrochers advised that crimes reported in most areas had decreased in December.  The only area where there was a slight increase is in theft from motor vehicles.  He advised that PCSO Gareth Cross would be covering Earls Barton from this week and would be holding regular surgeries in the village in order to engage with the community.  Anti-social behaviour was discussed and it was noted that police figures do not support concerns of a rise in ASB.  However, it was noted that all incidents need to be reported to the police to ensure that any problems can be identified and addressed.  It was stated that it is too impactive on the team to provide monthly crime figures, but crime figures can be acquired from the Northants Police website.  
(b) Anti-Social Behaviour in Recreation Field – Sgt Desrochers will ask the Crime Prevention Team to liaise with the Clerk to assess whether CCTV would be effective in the area.  The Streetwatch scheme could be considered for the area.  It was also noted that Businesswatch will also be launched soon.  
(c) Joint Action Group Meeting – the Clerk will attend the meeting on Wednesday 15 January.
(d) Sponsored ANPR – following discussion, it was agreed that no note of interest be made at this time.  However, the PC will ask for updates on the scheme as it progresses.
(e) Community Speedwatch – the Clerk reported on results from the latest round of Community Speedwatch.  During a 3 week period, 74 motorist were recorded over the 30mph speed limit, all of whom have been sent warning letters by the police.  In addition, the Police Safer Roads Team have visited EB 55 times in the last 12 months and have detected 731 offences which have resulted in prosecution notices being sent to the offending drivers.  The Wellingborough Rural Team have also carried out speed operations in the village.

008/20 Sports and Leisure Development
(a) Update – The architects plans for the development have been shared with the sports clubs and Project Management Team and the feedback received will now be incorporated.  The aim is to submit the full planning application by the end of January 2020.  Funding meetings are being held and it was resolved that BCW be approached for a Capital Grant towards the project.  The lease between EBPC and Earls Barton Sports & Community Trust was discussed.  It was resolved that the draft lease be approved and the final document be signed by the Chair and Vice-Chair.  It was noted that correspondence will be needed between EBPC and EBS&CT describing the work to be carried out by the developer and PC and agreeing this.  Thanks was expressed to Bob Entwistle and the members of the Project Management Team for their work on the lease and development.  

009/20 Finance
(a) ¾ Bank Reconciliation – it was resolved to approve the ¾ Bank Reconciliation as presented by the Clerk.  The Clerk was asked to check the amount held in the bank accounts is protected by the PC’s insurance.
(b) Grounds Maintenance Committee – it was resolved to approve the minutes of the Grounds Maintenance Committee meeting held on 9 January 2020.
(c) Grounds Maintenance Contract 2020/21 – following a discussion it was resolved to approve the recommendations of the Grounds Maintenance Committee and award the Grounds Maintenance contract to Wellingborough Norse and Greener Grave Care, and Treeworks Contract to Thompson Trees.
(d) Finance Committee – it was resolved to approve the minutes of the Finance Committee meeting held on 9 January 2020.
(e) Grants 2020/21 – following discussion, it was resolved to approve the Finance Committee’s recommendations for grants for 2020/21, other than the application from The Tower Magazine, which will not be approved at this time due to last year’s grant not being spent.
(f) Risk Assessment/Asset Register/Audit Controls 2020/21 – following discussion and taking into account some minor amendments, it was resolved to approve the Asset Register and Audit Controls 2020/21, as recommended by the Finance Committee.  The Risk Assessment was approved with the caveat that the Clerk is working on a better layout for the document and will present this to the PC before the end of the year.
(g) Budget and PRECEPT 2020/21 – following discussion, it was resolved to approve the Finance Committee’s recommendation for the budget and PRECEPT 2020/21 (total figure £136336, Band D equivalent £60.03 – an increase of £1.27 or 2.16%)
(h) LGSS Pension 2019 Valuation Contribution Rates – following discussion, it was resolved to accept the rates provided by LGSS.

010/20 Aggate Way
Cllr Wells and the Clerk reported on a meeting held with NCC regarding the land off Aggate Way.  Whilst NCC will not devolve the asset to EBPC for a community facility, they would consider an offer in line with that already on the table. Further discussion will be held once it is confirmed whether the current offer still stands.

011/20 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Annual Playground Inspection – The Clerk will get quotes for works required and report back at the next meeting.
(b) Telephone Box – The Square – the Clerk reported that a quote for repairs for £170.00 has been approved and the works ordered.
(c) Cemetery Chapel – it was resolved to delegate powers to the Clerk to accept a quote for repairs if it is under £1000.00.
(d) Tree Removal – The Square – a quote of £1100.00 to remove the tree was approved.

012/20 Northamptonshire County Council Correspondence
(a) Earls Barton Library – it was resolved to delegate powers to the Clerk to ask the Vice-Chair and Cllr Morrison to sign the lease once it has been checked over and approved by the solicitors. 
(b) Urban Highway Grass Mowing 2020 – following discussion, it was resolved to sign the Urban Highway Grass Mowing 2020 agreement.
