165/16 Planning 
(a) Planning Applications Received:
WP/16/00572/FUL – proposed single storey extension to rear of existing dwelling house, with blocking up door to front elevation and internal alterations – 45 Mears Ashby Rd – Mr & Mrs C Davies  No comment was required on the other application received.

166/16 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – No representative from Northamptonshire Police was available to attend. The Clerk advised that 7 offences were reported in September.  Sgt Wildman has advised that she is not able to attend EBPC meetings due to her shifts.  The Clerk was asked to request that another officer is briefed to attend the PC meeting in her absence.
167/16 Sports and Leisure Development
(a) Update – The formal land transfer has been held up at the Land Registry.  A meeting was held with DWH to discuss proposed changes to the sports field layout and we are currently awaiting a response to the proposal.  DWH will also provide an estimated timescale for the residential development.  EB Sports Association is currently taking action to appoint new trustees.   

168/16 Finance & Projects 
(a) Digital Mapping and supporting technology – following a demonstration of digital mapping prior to the meeting, Cllrs Chapman, Dodds and Wells were asked to work with the Clerk to determine exactly what is needed and report back at November’s meeting.
(b) EBPC Website – The Clerk advised that Hugo Fox have now started the process of transferring and updating the website.
(c) Grounds Maintenance Contracts – A meeting of the Grounds Maintenance Committee is to be arranged before the next PC meeting.

169/16 Allotments 
(a) Pest Control – the Clerk advised that pest control measures have now been complete to BCW Environmental Health’s satisfaction.  If there is a recurrence of the problem once the remaining hens are removed from site, the pest control contractor will be called back.
(b) Buildings on Vacated Plot – it was agreed that the former tenant be contacted to remove the buildings prior to 27 October 2016, or the buildings will be removed and the former tenant charged.

170/16 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Clay Lane – a Section 50 licence has been applied for in order to install the barrier.
(b) West Street – a public meeting will be held at 7pm on Thursday 17 November at The Grange Sports Field regarding road safety on West Street.  Representatives from EBPC, NCC Highways and Northamptonshire Police will be in attendance.
(c) Bus Shelters, The Square – the Clerk confirmed that NCC has placed the order for the bus shelters to be installed on The Square.  
(d) Parking on Doddington Road – the concerns raised by a resident was discussed and it was agreed that this be referred to NCC Highways.
(e) Tree on Little Green Car Park – overgrown epicormic bases and overhanging branches to be reported to Street Doctor.
(f) Painting of posts and rails in village centre – it was agreed that Community Payback be approached about the possibility to carrying out the work.  Alternatively, quotes will be sought from local decorators/handy men.
(g) Sewer mains issues and storm drain collapse in Aggate Way – a meeting is to be held with Anglian Water.  It was agreed that EBPC continue to put pressure on Anglian Water and NCC Highways to solve the issues.
(h) Park Street Car Park – the Clerk reported on the directions hearing held on 6 October.  It was noted that the case is to be multi-tracked and it is expected that a two day hearing will be held in February/March 2017.
