Highways
It was stated that pot holes which had been reported to fixmystreet were not being fixed until August so any damaged caused to vehicles should be reported to NNC.
1) Highways issues – The Highways WP had met and the following recommendations were received:
a) To increase the number of VAS for the village – It was agreed to apply for funding to the Police Commissioners Officers before considering purchasing new signs.
b) To write to NNC and ask that the secondary school bus route be changed so that the children did not have to cross over Wollaston Road when there was heavy traffic

2) The street light in Sharwood Terrace was no longer working and needed to be upgraded.  RESOLVED to accept the quotation of £2344.90.and replace the light

3) A response had been received from the PO regarding placing a letter box on the corner of Wollaston Road and School Road however this was declined by them.  It was suggested to write to the MP to see if he could help the matter.

Play Areas
a) The order for the new play equipment for Little Irchester Daniels Road had been installed and the plaques ordered regarding the donation from 1-100 club.  A grant for £5000 had been applied for from NNC which had been successful.
b) RESOLVED to replace the Fido Dog Bin on the recreation ground at a cost of £268.09 plus fixing and fitting.

Community Projects
a) Orchard – the new trees which had been planted were doing well. There were now apple, pear, plum and cherry trees now in the orchard.  The bulbs were also growing well.  The raised beds are in the process of being built which are free of charge to the council.
b) Library – Volunteers had had a meeting to discuss details in the library and funding raising ideas were being planned.  A Spring Fayre to take place on 1st April.  Rhyme time was doing well and the Warm Space was due to end in March.
c) King Charles III coronation – volunteers asked to add bunting to the village and to also decorate Station Road corner.  PR company from Mulberry Homes have asked if they can support 
d) Bench – discussion took place regarding replacing the bench opposite the War Memorial.  It was agreed to contact Mulberry Homes PR to see if they could help sponsor the bench
e) Discussion took place regarding signing the Armed Forces Covenant.  It was agreed to sign the document.
