055/18 Planning 
(a) Planning Applications Received:
WP/18/00128/FUL – change of use from an existing dwelling house use (C3) to a bed & breakfast (C1) for up to 2 bedrooms – retrospective application – 29 Mears Ashby Rd
WP/18/00141/FUL – demolition of existing rear ground floor kitchen & bathroom & erection of part 2 –storey and part single storey extension with 3 velux roof lights – 127 Station Rd
WP/18/00145/FUL – single storey side extension to house currently under construction – 1 Cleavers View
WP/18/00173/FUL – two storey side extension with rear dormer – 10 Burns Close
WP/18/00174/FUL – demolition of existing garage.  Proposed 2 storey side extension & single storey rear extension – 6 Spring Gardens 
Following discussion, it was resolved that no comment was required on the applications received.

056/18 Finance & Projects
(a) Audit 2017-18 – The Clerk advised that the Internal Auditor has been contacted to carry out the inspection on the end of the year accounts.  It is envisaged that the final accounts will be presented to the full Parish Council for approval at either the May or June meeting.
(b) Grant Funding – following discussion, it was resolved that the grant for Friends of Earls Barton Library Literary Festival be approved, with the proviso that any profits made at the event be returned to teh Parish Council.
(c) Dog bin on Elizabeth Close/Victoria Close – the dog bin has now been provided and installed by Wellingborough Norse.  It was resolved to add the maintenance of the bin to the Parish Council maintenance contract.

057/18 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – the Clerk advised that 15 crimes were recorded in Earls Barton in March.  Concerns raised regarding alleged drug dealing in the village should be reported to the police.
(b) Joint Action Meeting Report – the Clerk advised that police attendance at Parish Council meetings was raised.  The local police re-iterated that, although staffing levels mean that they cannot regularly attend every Parish Council meeting in the Wellingborough Rural Sector, they would attend if there was a specific issue that needs addressing.
(c) Community Speedwatch – figures received from the police enforcement team for Jan/Feb 2018 indicates that 25 offences were recorded on Doddington Road, 40 offences were recorded on Northampton Road and 49 offences were recorded on Mears Ashby Road. These offences were recorded over the course of 4 visits to each site.

058/18 Sports and Leisure Development
(a) Update – following a discussion, it was resolved by majority vote that EBPC agree to the land transfer from DWH, with the revised boundary to allow DWH to retain ownership of the footpath, hedgerow and trees.  A meeting has been requested with the Technical Director to discuss the final pitch layout.

059/18 Policies and Procedures
It was resolved to adopt the Grievance Policy and Disciplinary Policy for Earls Barton Parish Council.

060/18 Parish Councillor conduct on Social Media
A request for guidance from EBPC was noted.  Investigations will take place and a decision made by the Parish Council in due course.

061/18 Earls Barton Baptist Church
Nick Chapman attended to advise that Earls Barton Community Trust has made a bid for the Baptist Chapel and has been given time by the Baptist Union Corporation to raise the funds required to secure their bid and keep the building in community use.  

062/18 Hand Held Radios 
This matter was deferred to May’s meeting. 

063/18 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Junction Churchill Road/Broad Street – update – a site meeting is scheduled to take place during the week commencing Monday 16 April.
(b) Park Street Car Park Wall Repairs – it was resolved to suspend Standing Orders and accept the quote received from Taylor Stone as the work is specialist and it may be difficult to secure further quotes.
(c) Road Closure – notice has been received for the closure of Dowthorpe End (at the junction with Doddington Road) from 23-27 April.
(d) Grit Bin in Church Yard – following discussion, it was agreed EBPC not agree to the moving of the existing grit bin or to the funding of an additional bin, as the existing bin is close enough for members of All Saints Church to use.
