Engaging with young people

Alison Simmons, Head of Sturton School, has to give her apologies, as it is a Governors’ meeting.

Marcus Needham, Chair, Sturton by Stow Youth Club, and Jack Walters,      Assistant Youth Leader, joined the meeting for this item.

The School and Youth Club will each being doing their own exercise to gain views. 

In terms of background, the Youth Club no longer receives County Council funding and has to find all its own income including rent (to the County Council) and salaries of the part-time staff. They have 84 on roll with averages of 20/25 on Mondays and 30/40 on Fridays. 3 or 4 new members join each month. It is open to 11- 18 year olds, but the predominant age group is currently 12-15. 

The importance of the facilities were noted given that is one of the few youth clubs left, so does attract young people from a wide area. There are issues of rural deprivation and accessing facilities because of lack of access to transport. 

Different ideas for engaging the young people and gaining their views were discussed and a range of methods will be used including possibly envisioning their perfect village, round table discussions, questionnaires, artwork, and a photographic competition. It was also asked that the Youth Club consider how they might wish to be involved in the Walkabouts, or indeed, do their own. 

Agreed
· Marcus and colleagues will lead on this work as they believe familiar faces will go down best
· They will hold sessions outside of the usual youth club evenings
· S&SNPG will fund the costs of facilitating the sessions with refreshments and also provision of a prizes for the artwork/photographic competition
· Carl will provide the electronic copies of the maps of the Plan area
· Marcus will liaise with Gordon and let him know dates etc.
· Probable timing of just before Easter holidays
· There is an example of work on a photographic competition in one area on google drive
· We may want to look at the idea of one joint report from the School and Youth Club as was done in another area

Mel thanked Marcus and Jack for attending the meeting and for the work they will be doing.
