26.069   Matters Arising      
Bednall Car Park.
 Bore holes have been made to determine position of gas pipe. It does look as if the gas pipe meets the Highways specification. Waiting for Staffordshire County Council to  respond to us. The final maintenance of the grounds has been carried out and although it is not taken over, the Parish Council needs to arrange future grounds maintenance. Ditton Services will be asked to add this to their schedule of works in the villages.
Neighbourhood Plan. 
A well attended public meeting was held on 26th May to discuss Highways and the Neighbourhood Plan.. Public meetings will be held every 4 – 6 weeks with the working group meeting before them to prepare for the meeting. Next meeting in July. A working group and committee has been formed involving the community.

Acton Trussell Bednall with Teddesley Hay Parish Council resolves to apply for designation of the whole of the Parish area as a Neighbourhood Area to prepare an Acton Trussell Bednall with Teddesley Hay (ATBTH) Neighbourhood Plan.

This follows a public meeting on 26th May 2026 in the Parish Community Centre at which the proposal for a Neighbourhood Plan for the entire Parish, was agreed.

District Plan  

 SSDC have put out documents for consultation showing some minor amendment but they are still awaiting approval from the Inspectorate. They are already starting to consider a new plan and have put out a preliminary request for possible sites. This will take account of the Governments policy for much more housebuilding. We need to identify areas in the Parish such as greenspaces that we want to preserve and protect. Any areas that the villagers think might be suitable for small developments.

26.071 District Councillors Report   Cllr A Adams xxx

The draft local plan has not yet been approved. An Emerging Local Plan for SSDC has requested suggested sites for consideration. The Local Government Review is still in progress but the number of Councillors is likely to be reduced. The Community fund provides up to £10,000 per application but needs to be applied for. It had been suggested that it could be used to improve and extend the changing rooms at the Community Centre. Urgent action is required and Cllr Marsden will approach the Community Centre Chairman. 
Each Ward Councillor has £25,000 to distribute to for local projects in the ward and he would like to see a legacy project. The project must be completed by the end of calendar year.

SSDC is running some summer courses includingAquatic Training Coursess. Need to book early.
