Matters arising from the Minutes of the Meeting held on 2nd January 2018.
Rec/100 – Fleckney Festival 2018 – The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer asked for clarification re the areas to be used by the Fleckney Festival that had been agreed at the Council Meeting particularly the Sports Hall and All Weather Pitch. It was confirmed that the arrangement did not include either the use of the Sports Hall or the All Weather Pitch.

Cllr. Parker referred to the letter from the Organiser that had been published in the Communicata and suggested the Parish Council should respond to point out that a proportion of the charges were the costs that were incurred in clearing up after the Festival and carrying out repairs to the damage caused to the football pitches. It was agreed nothing would be gained by responding to the letter.
