MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING (Draft) 
held at St Peter’s Hall, Seaview on Monday 16th November, 2015 at 7.00pm

The Chairman welcomed Members, Residents (2), the Press and Mr Brian Jennings who had been invited to the meeting for consideration of co-opting onto the Parish Council. 
The public were then invited to ask any questions. A resident asked about a property on Ryde Road that appears derelict. They were advised to ring the Island Council or submit a complaint using an online form that is available on the IW Council website.

Chairman’s Opening Remarks:
The Chairman officially welcomed Cllr Mark Gibbs to his first Parish Council Meeting. He then put forward a proposal that due to confidential financial information, agenda item 15/115 be discussed with the public and the press excluded. It would therefore be moved to the very last item on the agenda running order. This was seconded by Cllr Kalaher and agreed unanimously by the members.

Declarations of Interest:

Cllrs Thomas-Foxley and Turner declared a personal interest in Agenda Item 15/105, Planning, P/01062/15, Land between The Chute, Seahaven, The Boathouse and Sunnymead, Gully Road, Seaview, PO34
Cllr Colledge declared a personal interest in Agenda Item 15/112, Seaview Football Club

Cllr Turner also declared a pecuniary and prejudicial interest in Agenda Item 15/105, Planning, 33 Rowan Tree Drive, Seaview, PO34 5JP

It was also noted that all Councillors know Mr Richard Wright and therefore it was agreed that a common interest should be minuted in Agenda Item 15/105, Planning, P/01273/15, The Water Tower, Oakhill Road, Seaview, PO34 5AP

It was proposed by Cllr Thomas-Foxley that the minutes of the last meeting, held on Monday October 19th 2015 be unanimously approved by the members with no amendments. This was seconded by Cllr Barraclough with 6 votes for and 1 abstention.

Clerk’s Report:
· 15/87 – An e-mail has been sent to IWALC stating that the PC supports the enforcement officer proposal in principle but withholds the right to make a final decision based on further data and financial information.
· 15/92 – The Seagrove Bay toilets were re-opened on 23rd October and notices were put in the Newsletters and in the County Press.
· 15/93 – The Clerk has liaised with Brighstone Landscaping with regard to the marking of the pitch at Seaview Football Club but organisation is proving difficult due to the IWFA poor management of their fixtures.
· 15/94 – An e-mail has been submitted to the IW Council stating that the PC wish to make no comments on the issue of the Council Tax Reduction Scheme.
· 15/98 (iii) – The Clerk e-mailed the members with a resolution to the discrepancy raised on the Income / Expenditure. The VAT is now amalgamated into the Expenditure rather than being separate.
· 15/99 – Clerk has yet to write to the diocese with regard to the untidiness of the front area of the Catholic Church and is still trying to arrange siting of the minutes in Nettlestone. 
With regard to Cllr Tuson’s observations on the Red Cross collecting for charity in the area, the IW Council confirmed that they had applied for and been granted a licence. The advice given was that if any resident is in doubt, they should ask to see a copy of a licence and that all collectors should be wearing photographic ID.

           ii) P/01218/15: 33, Rowan Tree Drive, Seaview, PO34 5JP
               Proposal: Single storey extension on front elevation; alterations to 
               roof to allow additional living accommodation at 1st floor level to 

               include Juliet balcony; decking.

               After discussion and consideration of all of the facts, Cllr Thomas-
               Foxley proposed that this application be supported as a sensible 

               addition to the property. This was seconded by Cllr Kalaher and 

               agreed unanimously by the members.

          iii) P/01225/15: The Garden Cottage, Calthorpe Road, Ryde, PO33 
               1PN

               Proposal: Lawful Development Certificate to establish whether 
               planning permission P/01579/09 – TCP/22013/D (Demolition of

               garage/store; replacement building to provide overspill 
               accommodation for Garden Cottage to include games room on 

               ground floor with mezzanine deck over part) was lawfully

               implemented.
               After discussion and consideration of all of the facts, Cllr Thomas-

               Foxley proposed that the Parish Council withhold comment on this 

               application and that the planning officer should make the decision 

               under delegated powers. This was seconded by Cllr Gibbs and 

               agreed unanimously by the members.

          iv) P/01019/15: Masonic Hall, Fairy Road, Seaview, PO34 5HF
               Proposal: Demolition of hall; formation of 2 dwellings.
               After discussion and consideration of all of the facts, Cllr Thomas-

               Foxley proposed that an objection be submitted to this application 

               for the following reasons. The design, appearance and materials are 

               not conducive with the local area and not in keeping with the street
               scene. The site is immediately adjacent to the conservation area and
               it is therefore considered that there will be an adverse impact on the

               area. The proposed dwellings will have an overshadowing effect on 

               the adjacent bungalow “Oakwood” and there will be an issue with 

               the other adjoining properties being overlooked and therefore 

               suffering a loss of privacy. The application also represents the loss 

               of an important community facility that it was felt should be taken 

               into consideration. This was seconded by Cllr Jarman and agreed 

               unanimously by the members. 

           v) P/01273/15: The Water Tower, Oakhill Road, Seaview, PO34 5AP
               Proposal: Proposed agricultural barn.
               After discussion and consideration of all of the facts, Cllr Thomas-
               Foxley proposed that this application should be supported. This was 

               seconded by Cllr Colledge and agreed unanimously by the

               members.

Reports:
      i) I.W: Ward Cllr Barry reported that Hose, Rhodes and Dickson have

         been appointed to deal with the toilets at Seagrove Bay under the

         guidance of Andrea Jenkins at the IW Council. 

         The Chairman asked if there were any further issues of note within the 

         Parish. Ward Councillor Barry reported that the Roadside Inn was still in

         abeyance and planning officers were awaiting further evidence. 
     ii) N&SCP: Cllr Thomas-Foxley reported that Cheese and Wine will be held 
         on Tuesday 17th November 2015 immediately preceded by the

         committee meeting at 6pm. The Clerk was also provided with the dates

         of events in December for inclusion in the upcoming newsletters.

    iii) IWALC: Cllr Kalaher reported that the executive committee do not meet 
        again until Thursday 19th November 2015. However, a meeting has been 

        convened for the Tuesday 12th January between Island Roads and

        members of Town and Parish Councils which he will attend. This 
        will be an item for discussion and guidance at the December Parish 

        Council meeting.
    iv) Seagrove Pavilion Trust: There is currently no representative on the 
        Parish Council but Mr Kevin Berry reported that the reverberation clouds

        have now been put on the ceiling.
     v) Seaview Football Club: Cllr Colledge reported that they were pleased 
         with the agreement about the line painting and it has been difficult to 

         arrange but it is a work in progress.

        Devolution of Services: The Chairman reported that he and the Clerk 

        attended a meeting at County Hall to discuss the further devolution of 

        services from the IW Council to Town and Parish Councils. It was noted 
        that our Parish Council had taken the initiative in this area and with the 
        exception of the Car Parks, does not have any other areas to devolve.
15/107
To consider the appointment of a representative to the Seagrove Pavilion Trust:
Since Mr Keith Bradford resigned as a Parish Councillor, there has been no representative to the Seagrove Pavilion Trust. After discussion, it was agreed to defer this decision until December when further information would be available.
15/108 
To review the situation with the steps on pathway R92:

The Chairman set out the reasons for and against re-instating these steps and the costs involved. Quotes ranged between £6000 and £7800 for the work. The IW Council had previously offered £1000 toward the cost of the work. Following further discussions, it was widely agreed that the necessity was not there to reinstate these steps. Cllr Turner proposed that the Parish Council does not contribute to the re-building of the steps. This was seconded by Cllr Kalaher and agreed unanimously by the members.

To consider and discuss the issue of cycling within the Parish especially with regard to signage at Puckpool Park:

Following discussions, it was agreed that the Clerk should write to the IW Council with regard to the improvement of the signage in this area.

To consider and review the situation with St Peter’s Church:
The Chairman stated that he has had discussions and the issues with the Church remain ongoing. It was agreed that the Parish Council remains aware of the issues and this subject will be brought back to a future meeting should the need arise.
15/111
To consider and agree the Heads of Terms for the 3 amenity sites (Seaview Recreation Ground, Sophie Watson Gardens and Greenham Drive:

The Clerk has been asked to sign and return a draft copy of the above document in order to begin the process of transferring the lease of these amenities to the Parish Council. There were concerns voiced over the ownership of the pathway between Seagrove Manor Road and the football pitch and the length of term offered. It has been established that the path is part of R67 and therefore will not form part of the area of responsibility. After discussion, it was agreed that 30 years was an acceptable amount of time for this document to run. It was proposed by Cllr Turner that the document should be signed in principle and returned. This was seconded by Cllr Gibbs and agreed unanimously by the members.

To consider and discuss proposals from Seaview Football Club:

Cllr Colledge stated that the committee has agreed to withdraw its application for financial assistance with the erection of the floodlight. Alternative arrangements have now been made. Therefore, this item has been withdrawn.
15/113
To discuss and agree a grant awarding policy:
The Clerk circulated a draft policy and application form for consideration by the members. The Chairman asked that a slight amendment be made to the application form with regard to disclosure of bank statements. Cllr Thomas-Foxley proposed that after this amendment, the document should be adopted by the Parish Council. This was seconded by Cllr Barraclough and agreed unanimously by the members.

To discuss and agree a response to a planned cold calling exercise by ECORYS:
Following discussions and the realisation that ECORYS had already begun sending out letters and that the Ward Councillor had also issued an accompanying letter, it was agreed that the Clerk should simply reinforce the Ward Councillors’ comments in the next newsletter.
The following item contained commercially confidential information and therefore it was discussed without the public or press present (Minute No 15/100)

To consider and discuss a cross parish proposal from Bembridge PC with regard to re-instating some Southern Vectis services:
The Clerk circulated the above proposal to members for consideration. There was much discussion about usage of the services that had been cut and whether residents of the Parish would be adversely affected. The general view was that it sets a dangerous precedent and therefore, after due consideration, Cllr Thomas-Foxley proposed that the Parish Council should not contribute financially to this scheme. This was seconded by Cllr Barraclough and agreed unanimously by the members.

To set a date for the Finance Working Party Meeting:

It was agreed by the members that the above meeting should be held on Friday 27th November at The Seagrove Pavilion at 3pm. It was also agreed that following the resignation of Mr Keith Bradford, Cllr Mark Gibbs would replace him on the working party.
